
TRADE IN WILD BEASTS
..ARGE DIMENSIONS TO WHICH THE

INDUSTRY HAS CROWN.

Hand linc Exhibits For the Menaeerics
and Zoos of the World.A Farm Where

the Animals Are Ke&tored to Health
After Their Ocean Trip.

Out of the vast range of human in¬

dustries it would be difficult to select a

calling -which at first sight offers less

in the way of remuneration than that

of the man with a literal elephant on

his hands to dispose of, writes J. P.
Hebard, in the New York Post. There
are so few people who want an ele¬

phant, in the first place, that it is hard
for one not versed in the secrete of the

business to see how the regular barter

and sale of these huge beasts can be a

source of profit. For all this, the fact

remains that the trade in not only ele¬

phants, but ostriches, camels, tigers,
leopards and any other kind ol' wild

animal, is better to-day than ever be¬

fore, and large fortunes are being made
at it by concerns all over the world.
Not far from Jersey City, on the road

to Newark, there is a cluster of rough,
unpainted barns, surrounded by a high
board fence, which at first glance bears
a close resemblance to the out-houses
frequently seen on old New England
farms. A closer inspection, however,
reveals the fact that one of the build¬
ings is of unusual height and built en¬

tirely of roughly squared logs, heavily
spiked together. A most unearthly din,
made up of squeaks, roars, yelps and
b:.ys in every conceivable key. pro¬
claims Btm further me unusual charac¬
ter of the place.
This group of shanties off the main

line cf travel from the city is Madden's
animal farm, known to every showman
and zoologist in this country and Eu¬
rope. Here at different seasons of the
year can bo found anything from a

baby elephant fresh from India to a

Manx cat, trained to all the tricks dear
to the heart of the showman.
Madden is not himself a collector,

and acts really as agent for a large ani¬
mal house in Germany. He is a sort of
jobber, and stands between the collec¬
tor and those in search of wild beasts.
When a showman loses one of the in¬
mates of his menagerie, or desires to
make an addition to his stock for the
next season, he lets Madden know six
months in advance, ana the animal is
produced, sleek and fat and in prime
condition, lo be put upon exhibition.
It is this matter of condition which
makes Madden a necessary party to
the transaction.
Animals of all kinds, and particularly

wild beasts, unaccustomed to the re¬

strictions of a life in captivity, are very
poor travelers. Camels and lions in¬
variably suffer torments from seasick¬
ness, and, in fact, frequently die from
that and fright during an ocean voy¬
age. As any one who has ever seen

any of the North German Lloyd ships
discharging their occasional cargoes of
animals at Jersey City can readily be¬
lieve, Madden's charges frequently
reach his farm more dead than alive.
His is the task of bringing them back
to life, training them to docility in con¬

finement, and rendering them generally
flt for the show or park as the case

may be.
In addition to his other department,

Madden, a year or so ago, started a

training school -where animals are not

only cared for and put in good physical
condition after their arrival in this
country, but are also trained for the

ring. This is coming to be one of the
most profitable branches of the busi¬
ness. In speaking of it the proprietor
said:
"When I first opened my present

plant we had three small sheds and a

lean-to, where we kept the cattle and
deer. That was fifteen years ago. and
the demand for animals was so small
that it was all we could do at first to

eke out a living. So many new parks
have been started with zoological gar¬
dens attached, in diiferent cities of the
country, within the last ten years,
however, that we always now have all
the orders on hand we can attend to.
"When a consignment of animals

reaches us from the other side." he con-

tinned, "the first thing we have to see

to is that the animals are able to be
moved from the ship. You think that
is strange, don't you! But it's a fact.
You have doubtless noticed how diffi¬
cult it is for you to walk when you first
land after a long sea voyage. Well, I
have seen an elephant that had been
landed too soon after a stormy trip
stagger about the streets for all the
world like a "drunken sailor, only on

an alarmingly larger scale. Two days
spent quietly aboard ship in the dock-
is usually enough to give them their
land legs.
"The elephants and camels and other

cattle, as we call them, that can walk-
on their own legs, are taken at Dight
from ihe ship to the farm, so as to at¬
tract just as little attention as possible.
Sometimes, if the animals are in per¬
fectly good condition they are re¬

shipped iu the course of u week to the
people who ordered them. If they are

ill, however, we do our best for them
here. That isn't much. There" is little
to be done for a lion or tiger that is

slowly grieving itself to death, except
to make it as comfortable as possible,
and try by giving it food according to

its palate to win back its interest in
life. There are certain simple reme¬

dies and stimulants which we mix with
their food which have a good result
usually, particularly in the case of the
monkeys. Monkeys are remarkably re¬

sponsive to drugs, and take to quinine
as naturally as the veriest 'shaker' that
ever lived in a swamp.
"The part of the work which appeals

to me most, though,'' the speaker con¬

tinued, "is the training school. It is
there that I now get my chief enjoy¬
ment in life. Besides myself there are

two oilier trainers, and since we

opened the school we have turned out
three different troupes of dogs, six
nionkeys and a troupe of ponies. Ai
first thought, that does not seem like
much to show for a year's work, but
but when you consider the length of
t'me it takes to make one animal per¬
fect in his specialty, the size of the job
is apparent.
"We have had our greatest trouble so

far with the ponies. It is a remarkable
fact that of all tbe animals Avhich
come under the hand of the trainer the
horse is tiie most difficult to teach.
Dogs, monkeys, cats and elephants
hate quite largely developed reasoning

powers. This ls, of course, particularly
true in the case of the elephants. You
show a dog what you want him to do,
and handle him in a proper manner, so

as not to destroy his spirit, and in nine
cases out of ten he will take to his
trick as naturally as a duck to water.
Every step in the progress of teaching
him even the simplest thing has to be

gone over and over until it has become
a matter of instinct for him to do the
things taught him, each at its given
signal. I have known a dog, on the
other hand, to go off in a room by him¬
self, and go through his performance
without a word of command, purely
for the love of it.
"An old trainer friend of mine, by

the way. had a dog that developed a

trick of his own, which put thousands
of dollars into his owner's pocket. You
may possibly have seen lt. The dog
climbs a ladder, thirty-five feet high,
fires a pistol from the top, and then
jumps into the arms of his master on

the stage below. Well, that dog al¬
ways slept with a caretaker outside
the high wire fence in which the other
dogs were confined when the troupe
was in quarters, until the owner of
the troupe decided that it was unwise,
and had him locked up with the others
every night. In the morning, when
the man awoke, that dog would be
found regularly in his accustomed
place, no matter how carefully he had
been shut up the night before. On in¬
vestigation, they found that the dog
climbed the wire netting, just as a

man would a ladder, and from the top
jumped to the floor. His owner de¬
cided to transfer his energies in that
direction to another field, and a large
profit was the result, for the trick
made one of the biggest hits in the his¬
tory of animal-traiulug."

CURIOUS FACTS.

While demolishing an ancient church
at Lalinde, near Perigueux, some work¬
men found an egg, apparently in a

perfect slate of preservation, embedded
in tile mortar of a wall that had been
standing for fully SOO years.

Many of the fruits and vegetables
now eaten in England were almost un¬

known to our forefathers. Not until
Henry VIII.'s time were either rasp¬
berries or strawberries or cherries
grown in England, and we do not
read of the turnip, cauliflower and
quince being cultivated before the six¬
teenth century, or the carrot before
the seventeenth century.

Upon the graves of the dead in the
Turkish cemeteries little vessels of wa¬

ter are placed for the benefit of the
birds, aud some of the marble tombs
have basins chiseled out for the same

purpose, the superstition being that
birds carry messages about the living
to the dead, and, like everybody else
in Turkey, are suspected of beiug spite¬
ful unless something is done to curry
their favor.

A very ingenious wedding present
has been received by a French bride
from one of her relatives, who is a

geographer. The present is a silver
sugar bowl in the design of a terres¬
trial globe, the upper hemisphere form¬
ing the cover. The map of the earth
has befn elaborately engraved on the
outside, aud the route taken by the
newly wedded pair is indicated by a

line of hiriiBlnBuli, the names of the
towns at which a stay was made being
inserted in enamel.

Not long ago the perfectly preserved
body of a man was discovered in a

sealed-up cave in the French Pyrenees,
where stone was being quarried. Be
side him were some Implements ot
stone and a drinking cup made of
bark. There were also the remains of
a fire, and some bones of animals,
which fell into dust soou after being
exposed to the air. The body was

wrapped in what is probably the skin
of a cave bear. The niau must have
been large and athletic.

An unusual sight was witnessed at
a funeral at Horrell, England, the body
being drawn to the chuchyard in a
four-wheeled farm wagon painted red
and blue, and attached to which were
a couple of farm horses. The funeral
Avas that of Itichard Brettell, solicitor,
of Chertsey, and it was his last re¬

quest that he should be conveyed in
this manner to his grave. The journey
from Chertsey to Horsell occupied two
and a half hours, and six farm laborers
walked by the wagon the whole dis¬
tance, in addition to which they bore
the coffin from the vehicle into the
church.

The HM of the Head.

Professor Pearson, a biologist, has
renewed the investigation into the
question of the relation between size
of head and intellectual preponderance.
If the workingman has a smaller head
on the average than the professional
man. Professor Pearson points out that
Ihe difference is due to better nutri
tion. But apart from such a wide
comparison he arrived at stricter con¬
clusions by the investigations of meas¬
urements made on Cambridge under¬
graduates whose careers were known.
Tiie results given show that there is
no marked correlation between ability
as judged by entry for an honors ex¬

amination ard the size or the shape of
the head. When schools were selected
for testing the question essentially sim¬
ilar results were obtained. A third
series of researches of wider extent
resulted in the conclusion that very
brilliant men may have a head slightly
larger than the average, but Professor
Pearson adds that the increase is so
small that it cannot form any element
in our judgment of ability..Baltimore
Sun.

THE SABBATH SCHOOL
international Lesson Comments For

June 15.

Subject: Paul Crosses to Europe, Acts xvL,
IVI5.Golden Text, Acts xxIL, IS -Mem¬

ory Verses 9, IO.Commentary on

the Day's Lesson.

Introduction..With this lesson w«

begin Paul's second missionary journey.
We are now entering upon a new epoch in
the development ana growth of the church.
This widespread missionary effort by
which the gospel was carried into Europe
has probably accomplished more for civi*
libation and religion in its far reaching re¬

sults than any other expedition in the his¬
tory of the world. We now leave this
mo«t interesting history, during the re¬
mainder of the year, ,and Avith the next
quarter resume our studies in thc Old
Testament.

G. "Phrygia." This is an undefined rc-
rion round about Antioch of Pisidia.
Hurlbut thinks the reference here is to "a
tour among the chdrches at Iconium and
Antioch." There is nothing to show that
he preached in any new churches in this
district. "Galatia." The great central
t.ble-land, north and cast of Phrygia.
This is his first visit to this province. In¬
to a single sentence is compressed the
labor of months, of which we can obtain
a deeper insight through tho epistle to
the Galatians, which shows that the gos¬
pel was at bret received with enthusiasm,
mit as" quickly forsaken when Judaistic
teachers appeared to pervert his influence.
"Forbidden." Either by tome special
providence, or by direct communication
cf the Spirit, in order to lead them into
a wider and more important field, the
very heart of civilized heathendom. The
restraint was only temporary. Three
years later Paul came to Ephesus (18: IP),
and for three vears preached to dews
and Greeks in Asia. Chap. 10: 10; 20: 31.
"Asia." Not the continent, nor Asia
Minor, but the Roman province, border¬
ing on thc Aegean Sea, of which Ephesus
was thc capital.

7. "Myna." A province on the Aegean
Sea. "Assayed." Were intending to go,
"Bithynia." Northeast of Mysia, on the
southwest shore of thc Black Sea. "Suf¬
fered then not." Tho Spirit by irresis¬
tible intimations restrained Paul so that
no other route remained open except that
one on the seacoast, and thence to Europe.

C. "Passing bv. ' They were obliged
to pass through Mysia in order to reach
Troas. but "tney emitted it as a preach¬
ing place." "Cane to Troas." A noted
seaport, where travelers from the upper
coasts of Asia commonly took ship to pass
into Europe. Here Paul and his assistants,
Silas and Timothy, were joined by Luke,
thc writer of this history, and a native
of Antioch, who to thc profession of a

physician had joined that of a Christian
minister, or evangelist.

9. "A vision." This was the third
supernatural revelation; not a dream, but
a walking vision. "A man." Not an ac¬
tual representative, stood before Paul, but

Probably an angel in the forn of a man.
he heathen do not present themselves

before us, but God casts a shadow of
their need, anet Himself calls us. Not lack
of visions, tut lack of obedience is ours.

"Macedonia." This most celebrated^ coun¬

try lay to the nort'i of Greece. Thcssa-
lonica was its capital. "Come ona.:"
Understood by Paul to be a call from the
Lord to preach in Macedonia.

IC. "Immediatciv." The vision, the
voice, and the call tor help, were all God-
sent, and Paul was ready the moment the
way was made plain. "Eidcavorccl." By
seeking for a ship in which to cross the
Aegean Sea. "Concluding." (K. V.)
After they were not permitted to remain
in Ama, they were no doubt rejoiced to
receive direct leadings from the Lord as
to their field of labor.

11. "Samothracia." A rocky island in
tho Aegean Sea, near thc coast of Thrace,
half way between Troas and Neapolis.
"Neapolis." The same as Naples. The
seaport cf Philippi, rixty-five miles from
Troas.

12. "Philippi." They did not remain
nt the seaport, but pressed inland about
ten miles to UM larger city. This was an
ancient town, enlarged by Philip of Mace¬
don, the father of Alexander the Great,
who named it after himself. "A colony."
Founded by Augustus. The civil magis¬
trate and military authorities were Ro¬
man. The inhabitants did not settle as
they pleased, but were sent out by author¬
ity from Rome, marching to their destina¬
tion like an army with banners, and pro¬
duced, when settled, a miniature Rome,
with Roman laws, the Roman language
and Roman coin.

13. "We went." Paul, with his fervent
soul and strong intellect; Silas, with his
zeal and prophetic gifts; Luke, with his
scholarly culture and professional attain¬
ments; and Timothy, with his youthful
earnestness. These were the gospel work¬
ers. A river side. There was probably
no synagogue in the city. A place of
prayer (R. v.). The Jews had such "places
of prayer" sometimes in buildings, some¬
times in the open air, as was the case in
this instance. Because of ceremonial wash¬
ings they were as often as possible near
a riverside or on the seashore. Sat. The
posture of Jewish teachers. Unto the wo¬
men. Claudius had banished from Rone
and her colonies all men known to be
Jews, and so there were only women
in attendance at thi3 Hebrew service.
The Macedonian women occupied a more
than mdependent position, and were held
in higher honor than in other paris of tho
world.

14. "Lydia." A woman of wealth and
force. She had come from the very prov¬
ince where Paul had been, by the Spirit,
forbidden to speak. Thc first Asiatic con¬
vert on European soil, as Cornelius was
the first European convert on Asiatic soil.
These two cases of Lydia and Cornelius
were thc two spans of the bridge which
united Asia and Europe by thc gospel.
"Seller of purple." Lydian women wera
celebrated tor the art of purple dyes and
fabrics, the traffic in which was profitable,
they being worn chiefly bv the princes and
the rich. Judze. 8: 26; Luke 16: IO.
"Worshiped God." As a proselyte in the
Jewish faith. Lydia and her household*
worshiping God recording to their lig'it,
were in the way of salvation. "Opened."
Enlightened, impressed by His Spirit, and
bo prepared t6 re/eive the truth. "To
give heed." (R. V.) She received a..J
obeyed the truths of the gospel.

15. "HoilBuhold." All who nr-y be in-
eluded in thia term joined with Lvdia in
her new faith. "Faithful." If you have
confidence in my profession, then do .'-mot
to ne by coming into my house. "Abide."
V. e have here the first exr.mple of Carin-
tian hospitality which was .o loving.'y prai-
ticed in thc apostolic ckurch.

COMMERCIAL REVIEW.
General Trade Conditions.

R. G. Dun & Co's weekly review of

trade says:
"Ease in the money market, favorable

crop prospects, and confidence abroad are

the encouraging factors which outweigh
the disturbing elements of labor conflicts
and unseasonable weather for retail trade
at many points. Effects of thc depressing
influences are less keenly felt because
they are believed to bc only temporary,
and confidence is expressed that with the
resumption of work and normal temper¬
ature there will be a return to the liber¬
al distribution of merchandise.

"Despite the short corn crop last year,
the large yield of wheat and high prices
for both resulted in thc greatest value
for the two crops ever recorded, which
means that the agricultural sections are

prosperous and other industries must
share the good fortune by increased sale's
of products. Collections are prompt as

l rule, and payments through thc princi¬
pal clearing-houses arc well maintained.
Notwithstanding diminished speculation,
there was an increase of 1.2 per cent, at
New York, compared with last year's ex¬

changes. Returns as to transportation
show that losses in grain movement are

being more than made up elsewhere, rail¬
way earnings thus far reported for May
showing a gain of 6.5 per cent, over last
year and 19 per cent, over 1900.

"Failures for the week numbered 194
in the United States, against 148 last
year, and 20 in Canada, against 27 a

NEW CONSTITUTION IS ADOPTED.

Site for Arch Finally Chosen.Selection Was
Made In Accordance With Wishes of Mrs.
Jefferson Davis.Lynchburg to Have a Big
Cigar Factory.Little Boy Drowned.Paint¬
ers Quit Work at Navy Yard.

The new constitution was finally

adopted by thc convention, Ithe vote)

being 90 to io. All the Democratic
members. voted for thc instrument, as

also did two Republicans.Messrs. Mun¬
dy and Walter. The body adjourned
until June 25, and in thc interim the
constitution will be engrossed, and, upon
reassembling, the convention will cer¬

tify it to thc proper authorities.
The selection of boards of registra¬

tion is completed.
The main work of thc convention be¬

fore the adjournment was thc fixing of
the terms of Circuit snd County Court
clerks. The present County Court clerks
3re continued as clerks of the counties
after January 1, 1904, until Janusry 1,
1906.
An amendment was adopted provid¬

ing that in November, 1903, there shall
be clerks elected in all the counties ex¬

cepted for terms of five years, so as to
make them conform to those of thc
others in the State. In the course of
the discussion of this subject Judge
Green, of Danville, created a sensation
by a furious verbal attsck on Alvah H.
Martin, clerk of the Court of Norfolk
County, saying he was an "octopus who
had spread out his tentacles and cir-
rupted everything within his reach from
the Virginia Legislature down to the
politicians of Norfolk county."
The board of directors of the Jef¬

ferson Davis Monumeut Association has
yielded absolutely to the wishes of Mrs.
Davis in regard to the arch to be erected
to the memory of her husband. They
have not done so in a very pleassnt
frame of mind, however. A telegram
wss sent Mrs. Davis asking whether she
would prefer the monument erected at
Twelfth and Brosd streets, or in Mon¬
roe Park, a quiet, pretty ptacc in the
western portion of the city. A reply
wss expected immedistcly snd the ladies
assembled to receive it. After remain¬
ing in session four hours sud Mrs. Ds-
vis giving no sign they grew sngry snd
some wished to go shesd and consult
their own wishes. Cooler counsels pre¬
vailed, however, 3iid recourse wss had
to the long-distance telephone. A rep¬
resentative of Mrs. Davis was finally
gotten to the New York end, and it was

ascertained that Monroe Park was her
choice Thc ladies thereupon recon¬

vened and chose Monroe Park, but also
adopted a resolution making it clear
that the will of Mrs. Davis and not
their own was being done. Considerable
criticism is being made of the ladies for
choosing the design of Louis A. Gude-
brod, of New York. Competent art
critics say that the only design really
worthy of notice was that submitted
by Waldo Story. The others are pro¬
nounced extremely poor.
The American Cigar Company, a

branch of the American Tob3cco Com¬
pany, has sccepted thc proposition of the
Lynchburg Industrial Association, and
will establish in that city a cigar factory
similar to those already in operation in
Richmond, Petersburg snd Danville
The company will begin with 300 or 400
hands, mostly white girls, and will grad¬
ually work up to 1,500. The Industrial
Association is to pay thc rent of the
factory building for the company for
two years, and it is probable thc Ivey
Owen Snuff Company's late factory will
be used for the business.
The Anti-Saloon League of Virginia

is preparing to establish temperance sa¬

loons in various portions of the State.
They will consist of reading rooms, par¬
lors and soft drink counters. Several
hsve already been established, and there
has been a decrease of drunkenness in
those localities.
