nine negro men, The crime charged
to the white men was murder, as
was also that charged to the negro
woman. Of the 69 negro men, 14
were charged with criminal assault,
19 with attempted murder, 31 with
murder. and the others with such
offenses as stealing a_calf, stealing
a silver dollar, carrying a loaded
pistol, making improper proposals
to while women and miscegena
tion."”

Those who adyocate lynching for
assault on women may be startled
somewhat when they see that not
one fifth the lynchings were for
this crime, and some of them at
least ntay realize their share of re-
sponsibility for all these lynchinzs,
in that by approving lynching for
one crime they help to break down
the laws and make it easier to
Ilyneh for other crimes,

It is wholly illogical to suppose

that we may condone the violation
of one law, and not lose power to
enforce all laws.
It is subversior | f ord=rly goverr=
ment to advocate or condone luw-
less methods of punishment for
crime. On the contrary the more
heiious the offence, and the more
outraged the public conscience, the
stronger the influences for good
government in an orderly quiet ex-
ecution of the law as it stands on
the books—Staunton Dispateh.
