LONDON SQUARES.
Somo of tho Quaint Tlrcatlilüg Spots In

tlio Kngllsh Metropolis.
Sonio of these aro quaint and charm¬

ing enough, being most ly laid out in the
Dntch fashion. Golden sqnaro, near
Regent street; Red Lion and Queen
squares, in Blonmsbnry, aro capital
specimens. Tho first, though so close to
Regont street, might bo a dozen miles
away. There is a wolcome unkonipt-
nosH; tho grass is rank and wild; thero
aro old trees ranged round its border in
a symmetrical way. Tho houses round
aro picturesquo, because each is distinct.
It is givon over to commission agents,
merchants and trade gouorally, yet
within but a fow years it was a placo of
genteel residence liko a usual square,
and wo find the lato Cardinal Wiseman
living in a substantial mansion hero.
Dickens, it will bo remembered, placed
Ralph Nicklcby's house hero, which is
described on tho occasion of tho party to
Sir Frcdorick and Sir Mulborry as hav¬
ing almost palatial apartments and tho
richest furniture. As wo wander round,
wo aro struck with tho melancholy touo
of tho inclosure, yet everything sooms
brisk enough, but it belongs to tho old
world.
Tho squnre itsolf is very attractive

and original, with a sort of Dutch or
foreign nir. Wo noto tho fine trees which
shelter it nil round in symmetrical
lines and tho Roman warrior sort of
Btutuo in tho center, arrayed in fnll
armor and representing Georgo IL Tho
grass and walks aro laid out with a cer¬
tain freo and easy carelessness that is
ver3' acceptable and contrasts with tho
trim, shaven, soulless treatment of mod¬
ern squares. Altogether a visit to Gold-
ou square will interest.

Yot it has an extraordinary sympathetic
attraction from its grass and fino shad¬
ing old trees. No one, wo may bo sure,
has noted that these leafy patriarchs
Boom to rango in two rows down tho
middle, liko an avenno. Tho fact is, it
was tho demesne of tho lawn in front
of the old Berkeley House, which stood
at tho back of Devonshire House. Tho
mansions round are very fine, and tho
iron work, railings, etc., aro all admired
and to bo admired. Thero nro some

Strode who had a mania for sotting up
statues in squares at his own espouse.Wo havo seen equestrian statues in
Loicester sqnaro propped up with a
broomstick, with portions broken away.

A Joint Resolution Proposing
an Amendment to the Fi ft Section of
Article Ten or the Constitution of Vir¬
ginia, and Providing for PnbllHbiug
Said Amendment and Certifying tho
Sumo to the Next Oenernl Assembly.

Approved March 8, 1SSM.
1. Resolved hy the honso or delegates and pen¬

nte (ii majority of the members elected to each of
the two houses acrcelng thereto), 1 hat the fol¬
lowing amendment to the constitution of Vir¬
ginia ho, and Is hereby proposed, and is herebyrefericd to the general assembly to he chosen at
tho next general election of senators and mem¬
bers Of loo h'uise of delegates for Its concnrrencc
in conformity with the provisions of section one,Of article twelve <>f said constitution, namely,rtrlkeonl from tho constitution of Virginia the
flub clause ut article ten, which is in t!.c follow
lug words:

S 0. 'I he gtrernl assembly may levy a tax not

public free tcbools; aod counties ana corpora¬tions shall havo power to Impose a capitationtar., not exceeding fifty cents per annum, for all

working, not oxcecdlcg two days in any one
year, upon the public roads and highwaysherein, subject, however, to snoh exemptionsfrom duty as may bo from time to tlmo pre¬scribed by law.

thousand Inhabitants, once a week for three con¬
secutive months previous to tho timo of choosingthe members ot the ceneral assembly at the next
general election of senators aud members of thehouse of delegates.

8. Resolved, That tho clerk ot tbe senate and
the clerk of the house of delegates be rconlred to
transmit to the general assembly to be chosen at
tbe next general election ot senators and mem¬
bers of tbo house ot delegatce a crrtlfled copy ot
said proposed amendmeute and of these resolu¬
tions, together with tbo certificate« of publica¬tion by the publishers ot the newspapers In which
tbe said proposed amendments shall have beenthe said jnpublished.
