NICKEL STEEL.

Its Extended C*e Will Prove, a Source Cf
I'rollt to Canada.

"When niekol steel comes into gen¬
eral use for tho construction of vessels,
as it undoubtedly will," said a Cana¬
dian gentleman at. the. Croat Northern
tho other day, "Canada will, in a sense,control tho shipbuilding industry, be¬
cause, so far as is at. present known,
there is very little niekol outside of tho
Dominion, while we havo nickel bear¬
ing pyrites practically without limit.
That whole vast stretch of territory
reaching from Lake Superior to Labra¬
dor is rich in it and will produce hun¬
dreds of thousands of tons of it annual¬
ly for an unlimited period whenever tho
demand requires it.
"How will tIiis control the shipbuild¬ing industry? Why, in (his way: It has

been demonstrated by conclusive tests? at
your proving grounds tit Sandy Hook
and elsewhere that steel mixed with, say,
5 per cent of niekol is double the strengthof ordinary steoL In tIn» construction of
men-of-war tho advantage is obvious,
and in building merchant vessels the
benefit to be derived from the use of
nickel steel is equally plain, as it will
enable them to lie built much lighterthan thoy are now, which means less
coal and less engine power with an Canal
amount of security and equal amoabt <if
speed. It will only be a few years when
a wooden vessel in tho port of Chicagowill be something of a novelty and tho
new vessels will before very long, for
the reasons indicated, lie made of nickel
steel, and this will bo tho only metal in
demand for (he purpose at your yreat
shipbuilding yards in Cleveland, Do-
troit, South Chicago and other points.
"Another advantage which steel hav¬

ing nickel in its composition possesses
over ordinary steel is (hat it will not
corrode and that barnacles cannot get a
foothold on it, so that nickel steel ships'
bottom will never require to bo scraped. "

A New Ke.ee of Roses Perpetual.
The Gardeners' Chronicle calls atten¬

tion to it new race of roses Vtfiich lias
been introduced by some Paris growers.
They belong to tho Polyaittha group.that is to Bay, they bear their flowers in
trusses. The new roses have the advan¬
tage over tlit* others of being "perpet¬
ual," and consequently thoy flower con¬
tinuously all through tho summer. This
advantage thoy owe to their origin, a
natural cross (croisement nntnrcl), ob¬
served in tho Lyons gttrdens, between
(ho flowers of tho first specimens of
Polyautha introduced from Japan and
fiomu hybrid perpetual roses. By repeat¬ed and careful selections, a new raco of
roses has been produced which, like an¬
nuals, germinate, flower and produce
BOeds in less than a year. Tho term
"dwarf" is justifiedby tho height,which
in adult plants is only about 20 inches.
Tho flowers are single, semidoublo or
double, in almost equal proportion, and
present almost nil tho variations of color
observed in cultivated roses. Flowering
commences in tho first year, and even
afew months after sowing. This pre¬
cocity is ono of the most remarkable and
interesting features of this new typo..

PLANET COLLISIONS.
Bhould Stur« Kunsk Together tho Flra

Wotild II« Indracrlhnble.
Professor Ledger i>f London, whoso

series of Grcshani astronomy lectures ou
"Knocks In Tlioir Relation to Astrono¬
my" lins been completed) in his hist dis-
course pointed out that tho universe,
iustcttd of being fixed, is alive with mo¬
tion, euch sttir with its attendant plan¬
ets hurrying through Gpnco. Ifstarvero
to knock against star tho intense heat
and fierco firo generated hy tho enor¬
mous velocity und vast momentum of
tho two musses would ho such as to pass
human conception.

It niuy ho that the sun was formed bytho collision of two stars. Tho effect of
two such bodies attracting each other
and mooting would bo to rcdnco thorn
to a violently agitated gaseous mass,
which would oscillate, llrst inward, pro¬
ducing inconceivable heat, and then out¬
ward again, ultimately assuming tho
condition of tho sun. Tho general ro-
sult would be that tho two bodies would
rovolvo around their common center of
gravity.that is to say, around each oth¬
er.creating a doublo star. Lord Kel¬
vin has calculated that if 20,000,000
solid globes, each of tho mass of tho
moon, should bo scattered over a spher¬
ical surface 100 times tho radius of tho
earth's orbit, they would come together
and bo raised to a tompcrntnro of
100,000 degrees. They would oscillate
outward and inward, reaching to a less
distance each timo, and ultimately set¬
tling down into n sphere.
The nebuhu wo see around us may,Professor Lcdgor suggests, hnvo been

produced by the knocking together of
two .great bodies rather tban by the ag¬
gregation of many smaller ones. The
collision (d* two huge suns would thus
lead to rejuvenescence and the formation
of new systems. Phenomena indicatingthat somethingvory much in the nature
of a collision had occurred are the out¬
bursts of temporary stats such as those
observed by Tycho Brahe in ir>72, byKepler in 1004 and those of IK-IS, 1800,
1870, 1885 and IK',12, the last being tho
new stitr Auriga, which declined throughten magnitudes, or became 100,000
times less bright in two mouths. Tho
great increase in the light of a comet as
it approaches the sun may bo duo to a
tidal disturbance in the bodies formingit, causing them to knock against each
other, and thus generate heat, and light.

In tlui same way the twinkling of the
stars may bo caused by tho knocks of
tho molecules of tho atmosphoro oil tho
etiler, whoso undulations carry their
light to us. Tho excessively great and
tho exceedingly small are nil interde¬
pendent, and tho oast, present and prob¬able future of nebulous bodies nil hinge
Oil tho relations they bear to tho knocks
of tho molecules of their gases, while
the knocks of immense bodies dependultimately on the knocks of their constit¬
uent atoms.
