A Menns of Disinfecting Wells,

Heavy rains are apt to contaminate
wells and  spread disense; hence Dr.
Fronel hos bronght under the notico of
the Polytechmic society of Berlin a menns
of disinfecting wells, which he employs
with success. It consists in suspending
in the mouth of the well an carthenware
dish containing 50 to 100 grams (a
gram is about 15 grains) of bromine,
which, being wvolatile in nir, forms a
dense vapor that fills the well, and is
absorbed by the water, thus disiufecting
it. The water, it is trne, has o slight
taste of bromine for a time, but is whole-
some enough. —London Globe.
