Stammering mud stuttering are now
permunently enred in New York by a
simple method. Theso afflictions differ
but slightly, In one ease there is inabil-
ity to prouounce certnin words; in tho
other, cortain sounds,  Neither, necord-
ing to a New York professor, who is i
gradunte of n German college for the
voeal organg, is a disease, bhut both arve
hatbits that will disappear nnder proper
treatment.

The inabiiity to talk plainly or to ar-
ticulate except with great effort, when
duo to organie tronble or malformation,
does not come under the head of stam-
merimge and is not within  the scops of
the stuttering specialist, -

“The wholo thing is very simple,"
said the professor, “'so simple that yom
will smile when I tell you that the solo
and only cause of stuttering and stam-
mering is careless respiration.  Peoplo
who suffer from the impediment havo
only to pause, take in a long breath,
and  then, opening the mouth in the
manner Inid down in the charts used by
elocutionists, pronounce the word sharp-
ly. Have you never noticed the remarl-
able fact that people who are inveterato
stimmerers ure often accomplizshad vo-
calists? That is becauso in the aet of
singing respiration is done in a proper
way.

A novel fuct iz that the troubles of
stunmerers or stutterers  lio entirvely
with the vowel sonnds. Patients do not
seom to understand this,  In deseribing
their cases they will tell me that they
haye difficelty in sounding 'p’ or 'd,’
That is where they are wrong. They
sound the consonant all rizht, but stag-
ger at the vowel. A patient comes to
me, and I say to him, say ‘paps.’ Ho
will commenco p-p-p-p-p, oli, professor,
I c-t-e-c-c-c-un't say p-p-p-p-papa.’

‘It s at once apparent that his troun-
blo lies with the vowel ‘a.’ Then tho
reatimoent commences,  Standing beforo
him, I snggest that he take o long
breath  through  the partinlly elosed
mouth until the lungs are well filled,
andd then, at the moment of oxhalation,
following wy dircction, he opens the
vonth in the proper manner, as indi-
cated by o chart, and prononnces with
mo in o high, mechanieal voice, *piw-
paw. ' This is often repeated, the vowels
being changed.

“From words wo pass on to sentences
and 8o on to introduce in elose connection
all the vawel sounds. Thoe respirition
befure each vowel sound is HECes30Ty,
Tha treatment therefore consists in forn-
ing this habir,  Asthe pationt pupil pro-
gresses the length of this respiration is
rednced, the pronnneintion is made in
lower piteh and in a few weeks, ravoly
over five, the most invelerato stutterer
can talk fluently and rapidly with no
sign of his former afiliction. But eternal
vigilaneo is necessary.

‘*Should the apparently eured patient
beeome careless and forget the nee sity
of respiration as tanght him, he miy re-
lupse into his former state, and then his
training wust be done all over again,
A Loy 16 years of age was once brought
tome.  His was a stubborn case, but in
i ad him talking all right.

1 fro-
quently suw the boyat his fathér’s honse
and was delighted with the cure.  Last
sunnner he came to my institnte.  Ha

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QUEER LANGUAGE.

The “Camphor Tongne” of a Wikl hut In-
offensive Race,

One of the queercst langunges in the
world, used for the queerest purposes,
is the “camphor language’ of Johore,
a conntry of the Malay peninsula. It has
lately been studied and reported npon
by Mr. Lake, an Eoglish engineer in
the service of the snltan of Johore. This
langnage is called the *‘Pantang Ka-
por,’" or camphor language, and is nsed
by the natives and all others who ure
engnged in gathering the product of the
Milayan camphor tree and only at that
time, If they used either of the lan-
guages of the region, the Malay or tho
aboriginal Jnkun, the natives believe
that they could not obtain any cnmphos,
and for a most envions renson. The cami-
phor tree, Dryoblunops camphora, grows
abundantly in ecertain parts of the pe-
ninsula, but only occasionally contains
camphor cr The camphor is not
the samoe as that obtained from the cam-
phor laurel of Formosa and  Japan,
which is the sonrea of the ordinary cium-
phor of eonnmerce, I6 is o sort very
highly prized by the Chineso in the em-
balming of their dead, in incense and in
medicine, and the gum Lrings much
morg thun the common eqpmnhor.

The Malayans and other Johore nu
tives Leliove thnt each species of treo
or divinity that presides

The spiriv of the cany
wwn by the name of Bi-
“iowoman, ' Her resting
pliueo is near the trees, and when at
night o peeulivr noise is heard in the
woods, resembhing that of o eieada, tho
Bisan is believed to be singing, and
camphor will surely be found in the
neighborhood. But the spirit of the cam-
phor treo seems to be jealons of the pro
cions gum and muse he propitiated, and
if gho knows that hunterg are in quest
of it she will endeavor to torn their
stops aside.  Bo it is necessary to speak
in a tongne which she does not under-
stand.  For this parpose the *‘eamphor
language'” bns been invented. It eon-
sists of a mixtnre of Jakun and Malay

vords, but these are curiously altercd
and reversed, and the natives positively
believe that the divinity of the eamphor
tren is completely confused. Tho Jakuus
who hunt the ecnmphor are one of she
wildest of people, but inoffensive. They
live togother with monkeys, dogs, cuts,
innumerable fowls and perhaps a same
hornbill in perfect harmony under mov-
uble lenf shelters Lmilt on poles in the
wouds. —Boston Traveller.
