Abo Encountered ills Political Rival White

Addressing Miss TodC.
In 1809 Miss MuryTodd of Kentucky

arrived in Springfield to visit a married
sister, Mrs. Edwards. At the instance)
of his friend Speed, who w:.s also u

Kentuckian, Lincoln became a visitor
at tho Edwards', nud beforoloog it was
apparent to the observant among those
in Springfiold that tho lively young
lady held hin: captive. Engagements at
that time and in that neighborhood
wore not announced as soon as they
v.eru made, and it is not at all impossi¬
ble that Miss Todd and Mr. Lincoln
Were betrothed many mont hs before any
other than Mrs. Edwards and Mr. SpeedVrfcew of it, writes John Gilmer Speed
in The Ladies' Homo Journal.
At this time, as wan tho ca.so till

Lincoln was elected to tho presidency,his ono special rival in Illinois was
Stephen A. Douglas. Mr. Douglas had
more of tho social graces than Mr. Lin¬
coln, and it appeared to him that noth¬
ing would bo moro interesting than to
cut out his political rival in the ntYec-
tions of the entertuiuing and lively
Miss Todd, and E0 ho paid her court.
A spirited yonng lady from Kentucky

at that time in Illinois would have
been almost less than human if sho had
refused to accept the attentions of t'.io
two leading men of tho locality. There¬
fore Miss Todd, being quito human, en¬
couraged Douglas, and again there was
what nowadays would hnvo been called
a flirtation. Tins conr.-e of action did
not spur Lincoln on in his devotion, but
made him less ardent, and he concluded,
after much self worrimont, to break off
tho engagement, which ho did, but at
tho same interview there wero a recon¬
ciliation and a renewal of tho engage¬
ment.

The Regent diamond, whilo surpassed
in si...', by the Great Mogul and several
other well known stones, is really tho
finest of all, being nearly faultless in
form and purity and the most brilliant
diamond in tho world today.

Its French history dates back to 1717.
In that year it was purchased from its
English owner, for tho French regalia,
by tho Duke of Orleans, then regent ci
franco, whence its present name. It
had previously been known by a name
ulmost as famous.

In 1717 French finances woro in a
desperat«! strait. Tho pcoplo wero starv¬
ing, tho treasury was nearly exhausted,
credit even was lost, yet under tho per¬
suasions of the Scotch financier Law and
tho Fi euch Duke of St. Simon tho ro-
geut of Franco, hesitating where every
monarch of Europe had refused, finally
agreed to the price of $070,000.

Greatly to tho relief of tho duko, hiü
act appealed to the prido of tho French
people, and instead of condemnation for
his extravagance ho received their ap-
plause. In the light of subsequent events
their approval has u touch of the pro-
photic.
Tho first prominent appearance of tho

diamond in the French regalia was in
tho circlet of the crown mode for tho
coronation of tho boy Louis XV, ill 1722.
After half a century it was again tho
center of a new crown, that which in
1775 weighed heavy on tho head of tho
young Louis XVI till ho cried out in
discomfort, "It hurts me 1"
