THREE COMMANDERS.

MEN WHO -WOULD LEAD EUROPEAN
ARMIES IN CASE OF wan.

An Englishmnan Who Thinks It Wounld I3e
Profitablo to Make Technical Compnr-
1son Notween Viscount Wolscley and =
Russinn nnd Fronch General,

I o not know the now commandor
in chief of the English land forces. 1
EaW him once or twice in my life, but
this is many years ago, and in military
matters of the magnitude involved in
the supreme command of a great army
I am afraid I shonld prove an incompe-
tent critie.  But I believe to n great ex-
tent in physiognomy, and if Viscount
Wolseley be not a very clever man he
onght tobring an action for libel against
his faee, for hoe looks desidedly clever.
It there were any doubt in my mind
about his ability, it would be sot at rest
by the not very enthusinstic remarks in
connection with his appointment I read
in oue or two French newspapers. ** You
are an drritnble people, envious, jealcus
and prond to o degres,’’ said Bismanel
to Gieneral de Wimpffen on Sept. I,
1870, “You are an irritable people, en-
vious, jealous and proud to o degree,”’
he repeated. **You were under the im-
pression that victory is an appendago
whicli was exclusively reserved to yon. '

Has the quarter of a century gone by
sineo those words were uttorod made a
differenco in that respeet in the French
people? I should not like to say.

It 1mpy not be altogether uninterest-
ing to look at the two men against
whom the English eommander in chief
will be pitted if a quarrel should ever
nnhappily break forth in Burope. I am
alluding to the commanders in chief of
the Russian and tho French forces.

Tho Russian army contains geveral
men of unguestionable eapacity ; nover-
theless, there appears to be a consensus
of opinion that, in the event of war,
with no matter whom, the supreme
command would virtunlly devolve upon
General Obroutcheff, to the exclusion
even of General Kouropatkine. I say
virtual command, for, nominally, young
Nicholss wonld be at the head of his
legions,

Having déclared myself at the ontsct
incapable of judging the English com-
mander in chief from o military point
of view, I am not going to stultify my-
self by endeavoring to do this in the
case of Obronteheff, T only repeat what
I have heard.  Until very recontly tho
chief of Vannowski’s staff and Aid-de-
cump (General Obrouteheff was, in spito
of hisrecognized talents, looked nskanen
at in Russian military eirclos, The
epithet *red’" was invariably tacked to
his nume ns lute as 15 years ago, and
the third seetion of the imperial chan-
cellerie, without fronbling to inguire
i the matter, placed him on the list
of “dangerons’ men “to be watchod
very closely. ”’ A note liko that from ‘the
Russion  police becomes  practically
indelible, and, aid-de-camp general
though he was, not the slightest attempt,
wis mide to efface his namoe from the
list.  After his exploits on  the Danubo
Loris Melikoft' drow tho attention of
Alexander I to this apparently flagrant
injustice, to this permanent insult. The
uamo was maintained on the list for
all that, bmt the epithet was changed
from “red'’ into **well meaning. '’

Olroutehefl has married o French-
wonu, and is a declaved partisain—or
gupposed to bo—of an allinnee with
Frauee.  His views in that respeet dato
from 1570, when he was an obseure
general. I ropeat, about his abilitios
there is little or no doubt.  After the
tirst cheeks in the Turko-Russian eam-
paign ho was sent in hot husto to the
Danube, and he is eredited with having
suved the Russian army from total de-
struction.  Before that, though, he had
alrendy become the intimate friend of
the heir to the throne, and the friend-
ship underwent no diminution during
Alexander III's reign.

Wherover the secene of the next Eu-
ropeun campaign of the French may be
Inid, General Felix Gustave Saussior,
tho present military governor of Paris,
is heforchand designated as the leader.
Sanssier is close upon 0.  In spite of
his large size he is very active, but for
that sizo he wonld give one the iden of
a monsquetaire of the Louis XIV period
dressed in modern uniform. There is no
donlt ahout hiz valuo us o soldier,
which does not always mean an equal
viluoois o supreme commander, but it
is Tuir to stato thatin the battles around
Merz o quurter of @ century ago, he
distineuished himself most  signally.,
The tamons  infantry chargo at St. Pri-
cat, which practically barred the prog-
ressof the Germans on that side, was
led by him.

Saussier was one of the oflicers who
signod tho protest against tho surrendor
of Metz. Having vefused to pledgo him-
self not to serve again during the eam-
puign, o wus sent as prisoner of war to
Cologne.  Nor would be givoe his prom-
iso ot to escape, consequently he was
transported to n small town on the Vis-
tula (Grandenz, I believe), and abso-
lutely sequestrated—withont effect, for
he mado his eseape after all,

He allowed Gambetta to remain ig-
novant of all thig, as well as of his re-
publican origin, amd the *‘greay trib-
ane,” whase infallible  instinet has
beenvamntad so mueh, only looked upon
Sanssier as o colonel of the empire and
treatedd hiim as such.  After that Saus
fler woent oneo more to Algerin, Saus-
sier, I should say, has had more fight-
ing than any gencral in tho French ae-
my, but it would bo rash (o sar that
this made him o strategist. A bril-
liant soldier he was and is still, in
spite of his age, and as he was havely
40 when France saffered her rocerses
he may have protited them. Tomany
in Franee hessell he is an uniknown
quantity. Theso are the two men o com-
parison with whara and Visconut Wols
log it would Do peofitabile to establish,
but I mean a technieal comparison, —
