tho whole muss of literature that went to
the making of Shakespeare, the output
especially of the earlier half of Elizabeth's
reign, hits, with this exception, been
scarcely reprinted in modern days. So in¬
nocent, ami plenary has boon theconfldonco
of his countrymen in Shakespeare's thiev¬
ery that they have trusted him to steal
'them all that, was good in English liter¬
ature during the years of his upbringing.
