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MILITARY PUNISHMENTS.

The Terrible Tortures That Wero Inflicted
In the Elghteenth Century.

Tho military punishments in 1746 woro
terriblo.  The Dukeof Cumberland’s gon-
eral orders contain on threo consecutivo
days sentences of 800, K00 and 800 lnshes
for tholving, ‘“mutinous expressions’ and
“Insolent behgylor.'!  Threo days oftor-
ward o sontenco of 1,000 Ilashes' is ro-
corded. It is fair to say the man deservod
to die, but death would have beon o morel-
ful punishient. A martines of that dny
might bo and was s terriblo tyrant to his
men,  Strange, out of the way punish-
ments were inflleted for trifling offensea
without adding ono fota to the eflicioncy
of the army.  Tho soldlor milght eithor be
“picketed" or mado to ride tho “woodon
horse,”"  In “pickoting' tho culprit's
naked heel rested on o gharpened stako
driven into the ground, his right wrist
and right leg Telng deawn up os high as
they could be ton hook fixed in an ad-
Jolning post. Tho whole weight of the
hody rested on tho sharpened stake, which,
though It did not break tho skin, Inflicted
oxquisito torture.  The only menns of al-
luvintion was to rest tho welght on tho
wrist, tho pain of which soon heeamo un-
endurnble.  Soldlers wero froquently sen-
teneed to stand on tho “pleket” for o
quarter of an hour, and in tho cavaley 1t
was often inflioted by order of the eolonel
without authority of court martial.

The back of tho ‘“horse™ was formed of
plunks so arranged as to form o sharp
ridge Bor O feet long, Tho leps, 6 or 7
fect in length, restod on o stand moving
upon wheels, T'o eompleto the resemblanco
o rough wooden hesd and tail wero added.
The offonder was placed on tho back with
his hands tled bolilnd him, s to ieronso
tho punishment o heavy muskeb was not
Infrequently tied to his logs. This pun-
ishment, which might bo inflicted by sen-
tence of court martinl or by order of tho
colonel of a regimont, wrought so much
injury to those subjected to its diseipline
that It had to be discontinued. Francls
Groso tells us that so lato ns 1700 thoe re-
malns of n wootlen horse wero standing on
tho parade ot Portsmouth,—Chambers'
Janrnal.,

From All Sorta of Materinl.

Moody’s method of sermon moaking is
original, says MeClure’s Maogazine. In
reality Lis sermons oro never made—
ther avo always still in the making.
buppose the pubjecs is *‘Paunl.’! Ho
takies o monstrous envelope, capablo of
bolding somo hundreds of slips of pa-
per, labels it ** Paul, ' and slowly stocks
it with original rots, cottings from
papers, estracts from books, illnstra-
tions, soraps of all kinds, nearly or reo-
motely referring to tho subject. After
nceumulating these, it may bo for yoars,
ho wades through tho mass, selects o
number of tho most striking poiuts, ar-
ranges them and finally makes o fow
Jottings in a largo hand, and theso he
carries with him to the platform. The
process of looking through tho wholo
envelope is repeated each timo the ser-
mon is preachoed.

Partly on this acoount and partly be-
causo iu delivery ho forgets some points
or disproportionately amplifies others,
no two sermons aro evar exaotly the
same. Dy this mothod also—a matter
of much mere importance—tho delivery
is always fresh to himself. Thus, to
make this clenror, supposo that after o
thorough sifting 100 eligible points re-
main in the envelope. Every time tho
sermon is proached these hundred aro
overhnuled. But no single sermon, by
o 1ero limitation of time, con contain,
50y, moro than 70

Hence, though tho general schemo is
the same, there is always novelty in
the arrangement, for tho particular 70
vary with each time of delivery. No
greator mistakeo could be mado than to
imagine that Mr. Moody does not study
for his sermons. On tho contrary, ho ia
always studying. When in the ovan-
gelistio field, tho baftch of envelopes,
bursting with fatness, appears the mo-
ment breakfast is over, and tho stranger
who enters at almost any time of day,
except at tho hours of plattorm worlk,
will find him swith his litter of notes,
either stuffing himself or his portfolios
with now points ho has picked up
through the day. His scarch for these
‘*poiuts, "and espeeially for light upon
toxts, Bibleideas or charactors is ceaso-
lees.

THE DECLINE OF WAR.

Pursuit of Property nnd Wealth the Maln
Caunse Thercof,

The warliko temperament of man has
been one of his most prominont charac-
teristics from tho earllest times. To
livo to fight has been tho chief nim of
maost primitive peoples and has been n
leading occupation of all civilized onoes:
Armies have grown in size, weapons
hnve multiplied in number and destruc-
tiveness, battles have grown moro and
more deadly in nction, while also be-
coming more merciful in their accom-
paniments, but still it is everywhere
apparent that, in spito of these nids to
carnngo, the military spirit is on tho
decline,

May wo not loolk for the cause of this
in tho enormously inerensed coss of war-
faro and its interference with the pur-
suit of prosperity and wealth? When
the internal losses to a peoploe become
greater than those they can gain through
conquest and nnnexation, they will be
very loath to enter into n great conflict.

I am very far from saying that many
other couses, such as ethics and a grow-
ing spirit of mercy, may not have con-
tributed to this pacification of the na-
tions, but is it not true that tho cost of
war is tho chief preventive of war? If
50, does it not illustrate the rule that
the reactions set up by tho vost technical
improvement of mothods of destruction
have reacted on the primitive cause of
tho destruction—viz, tho human will—
and have lessened the causo by modify-
ing tho honrt and brain of man?—Pop-
ular Science Monthly.
