Many of Them Inherit the Tal¬

ent of Their Parents.

SOME OF THE SHINING EXAMPLES.

IS. ii. Bothern, John Drew, Alexander Hnl-

vlul, tho Holland Brothers nnd Soveral
Othor Snccoesful Stars and Leading; Ac¬
tors Como of Thoatrlcal Stock.

It has often been noted that tbo chil¬
dren of groat men seldom comparo favor¬
ably with tholr progonltors In point of
ability. This may bo und doubtless is in
groat measure duo to tbo fact that tlie
original standard sot 1b so high that it is
impossiblo for any ono snort of a wonder
to gnugo up to It satisfactorily. At any
rate, it dues appear to bo true that states¬
men, Inventors, generals and professional
men generally seldom leave children who
nro nbovo mediocrity. Halber they are

frequoutly fur below It. This, howovor,
cannot bo truthfully said of the children
of actors. Outside of tho fact that most
of tho woll known and most prominent
stars of tho present, timo uro of thoatrlcal
stock, many of them are only tho natural
successors of parents whoso oxcollont work
has boon com mended by tho generation
now noarlng tho scro-and-yollow-loaf
period. Tho liistnncos might bo multiplied
almost Indefinitely, but u few only ore
necessary to demonstrate tho correctness
of tho proposition.
To bogin at tho top, .Tunlus Brutus

Booth, who was by many regarded as the
very bust of tho robust American trngodi-
ans, was the father of Edwin Booth, thai:
whom no greater actor over lived uny-
wboro, and John Wilkos Booth, tho as¬
sassin of President Lincoln, who, it is
gouorally assorted, really bellovod that ho
was suporior as an artist to Iiis wonderful
brother. Thon, too, thoro was .Tunlus
Brutus, Jr., who thought ho was an aothr,
and probably would have been tolerable at
least had it not boon tiiat any littie luster

wonderful attainments. Sho left n daugh¬
ter, Ethel, who is uow an actress and is
said to give pruniiso of ultimate though
slow development; but, to bo perfectly
frank, It Is yet too early to say whether or
not hor doublu Inheritance of histrionio
ability will glvo her tho prominence which
it is not uunataral to oxpoot.
What u theatrical family those Drows

oro to bo sure I Sidney married a daugh¬
ter of Kittle Dianehard and McKeo liouk-
lu. Situ has been a momber of his com¬
pany, as lias also hor sister. Nett her of
thorn is remarkably clever, though both
aro quite competent in not ovoroxuotlug
rolos.

Eilie Ellslcr Is tho daughter of old John
Ellsler, once the theatrical idol of Cincin¬
nati, and for some timo u partner of Joe
Jefferson. In fact, one of Jefferson's
greatest early managerial successes was
inado while in copartnership with Ellsler
In Charleston, S. C, In bringing to that
ultv sweet Julia Dean, who afterward mar¬
ried Mr. Hayno, one of tho family which
has helped to mnke tho Palinotto stato
famous In history. Efflo went on tho stngo
at an early ago, but it was not until she
bad played tbo title rolo In "Hazel Elrko"
during tho phenomenal run of that plecoIn Now York city that sho attained any¬thing llko national celebrity. This it was
Which, In my opinion, led to hor undoing,
so to speak. She soon after went o-6tar-
rlng, and met with sufficient succosb to
continue Indefinitely. The olean cut
methods, naturalness and spontaneitywhich had made her charming wero in a
measure lost, and sho has never slnco boon
tho sumo Etlio Ellsler. Had it not boon
for hor great hit in "Hazel Kirko," I
firmly hcllovo.and I am not alono in this
opinion.that sho would today havo been
ono of the most popular female stars in
America, and it would not have boon nec¬
essary for hor to travel all ovor tho countryeach season either.

E. L. Davenport was a great aotor in
nonrly every sense. Ho loft behind him n
son nnd namesake who is likely to bo a
credit to his progenitor. It is not likelythat ho will over reach tho heights' of
fnniu attained by his distinguished father,for tho conditions of tho present day In
tho theatrical world aro Btioh as to render
that well nigh Impossible, but ho is certain
to bo hoard from prominently. His work

E. H. Sothorn, at tho presont tlmo ono

of tho most auccossfulof tboyoangor stars
of tho American stago, is a worthy son of
a distinguished slro. Young Sothorn did
not jump into n comfortablo, ready mado
stollar borth oithor. His prosont positionis duo to tho porsistonco with which ho
cultivated tho Inherited tnlont under cir¬
cumstances which woro frequently tho ro-
verso of encouraging. Truo, it is exceed¬
ingly probable and nlmost oertnlu that if
ho had not boon tho son of tho great Lord
Dundreary ho would never havo boon
given tho opportunity to show what ho
could or could not do. Still tho chanco
came, and tho ability which was his byinheritance cumo to his resnuo and lnnded
him in tho position uf n successful star.
E. H. Sothorn hns a brothor who is an
aotor in his cumpnny. His nnme Is Sam¬
uel, but that makes very littlo difference,inasmuch as nothing thnt Samuel is likely
to do in a histrlonio way will place tho
Hudson river in sorious dnngor of immi¬
nent conllngration. Still ho Is by no
means a bad aotor, nnd in some roles has
done ronlly oroditablo work.

.John Draw is another successful Ameri¬
can star who comes nnturnlly by his great
ability. His father was John Drew, an
aotor of no moan nttuinmonts, nnd his
mothor is universally acknowledged to bo
without n poor in tho English speakingworld in old comedy characters on tho
general lines of Mrs. Malaprop in "The
Rivals." John, the younger, might nl¬
most ho said to havo been born on the stage.Ho certainly was horn to It. His work In
tho leading roles of tho plays produced byAugustin Daly's company won for him
the most onthuslastic commomlntlon of
tho critics of London, an aohiovombnt the
magnitude of which can only ho appreci¬ated fully by those persons who havo made
theatrical vonturos on the other sido with
American stars, who in almost ovory case
havo been pronouncod failures, despito tho
fact that they wore fnvorltes In this coun¬
try. John Drew's brothor, Sidney, albeit
a most eccentric Individual, whoso egotism
partakes of tho monumental, is novortho-
less nil excellent actor. He Is far superior
to his brother In two or thruo stylos of
characterization nnd immeasurably his
inferior in two or three hundred. The
bister, Goorgle Drew, who married Mnurlco
Hnrrymore, had no superior on tho Amer¬
ican stago in light legitimate comedy and
high grndo farce. Her untimely death
was a distinct loss to the theatrical world,v;hich contains too few women of her l

is actually eanieolibo In its cleanness ond
diroctness, and ho is possessed of n fino
physique, with tho indisponsablo goodlooks which go to make up that vnguo
something, good stage presence, without
which no loading juvenile can hope to suc¬
ceed nowadays, in this country at lonst.
Young Mr. Davenport is bettor adaptedfor 1 he romantic drama than almost anycontemporaneous actor in America, and it
is not unlikely t hat. ho may bo starred In
it in tho near future
Anothor son of a dend favorite Is .T. K.

Hackott. at present practically tho leading
man of tbo New York Lyceum stock com¬
pany. This young man is just as certain
to "arrive" as the day is to follow night.Most actors of bis ago and experience hold¬
ing his present position would consider
that they had already arrived, but Hackott
appears to bo looking ever upward. He
never sligbto a part for oven a single mo¬
ment and has never boon known to in¬
dulge in that reprohonsibly frequent prac¬
tice of taking tho audionce into his confi¬
dence.in other words, playing to tho gal¬lery. Ho opponrs to bo oblivious of the
fact while on tlie stnge that thero is any
one at all "in front." To this extraor¬
dinary conscientiousness is allied abilityof a very striking order, and bow this
combination can full to land him in tho
front rank of American actors is more
than I can figure out.
Aubrey Bjpuclcault, tho son of tho

nineteenth century Shakcspooro, Dion
Houcicault, is an actor of merit. Ho has
appeared in a wide range of characters and
has made a creditable showing in oach
lino ho has essayed. Ho is best in light
comedy with a farcical loaning, althoughin tho serious leading juvenile rolo In "A
Woman of No Importance" ho modo an
cmphntio lilt, as ho also did later in tho
principal character rolo in tho comic oper¬
etta, "Madeleine; or, Tho Magic Kiss."
Given good management and n trifle moro
of continuity of purpose, Aubroy Bouol-
cnult will bo a money making star. Ho
is handsome and roflnod in his methods.
Ho Is nlso ono of tho very fow of our
young actors who can wear full dross on
tho stngo with tho appearance of boing
used to it.

Viola Alton, tho popular leading ladyof tho Now York Empire theater stock
company, is tho daughter of 0. Losllo Al-
lon, a player of tho old school, who is now
n member of the*John Drew organization.
