In the church
of the Holy Name, Oxford strect, Man-
chester, there is a marble pulpit with
pancls of beautiful mosaics.

HOW INDIANS MEASURE TIME.

They Fix Thelr Dotes by Sleeps and Moons
nnd Winters.

Our Indinns meagare time solely by
days, by sleeps, by moons and by win-
ters. The Indian has no name for any
subdivision of time less than n day.
When he desires to indicate a -shorter
period, he points to the heavens, and
measuring off a space says, ‘It was as
long ns it would tako the sun to go from
there to there.'” A day is from daylipht
to darkness, “‘slesp," or night, from
dark to daylight. Ho has no name for
any day, nor has he any subdivision of
time corresponding to our week. A
moon commoences with the first streak
of the erescent in tho west and lasts un-
til the next one appears, ot tha days of
the moon aro neither numbered nor
named. “From winter to winter' is
the nearest approach bo has to onr term.
The year commences with- the first fall
of know. . An Indian will tell youn ho is
80 many winters old, but having no
months or days ho never has a birthday.

The Indians who formerly inhabited
the sonthern part of Texas, where there
is no enowfall, are suid to have fixed the
commencement of the year at the first
‘‘norther,'’ a furious and chilling wind
that sweops from the north and is of fre-
quent occurrence during the winter
months.

No year has any name or nnmber fix-
ing a gequence or point of roference, but
ench band will designate n year by its
most prominent occcurrence, as a fight
with hostiles, death of a chief, preva-
lence of disease, nbundunce or Boareity
of food, er failing unything marvelons
or striking by the name of the strenm on
which was located the winter camp.
But these are mere remembrances, nnd
excellent as is the Indiuns memory
they, nfter a few yemrs, fado into g
jumble of disconnected facts withont
sequence or usefulness, —Cincinnati En-
quirer.

Meaning of the Word “Omahn.”

The name ‘‘Omaha’’ bears testimony
to the long jonrney of tho people, and
reveals some of the causes which brought
about this breaking up into distinet
tribes. It is composed of two words,
which signify “‘going against the cur-
rent,'’ or up the stream.

This epochal hunt
must have been centuries ago, for the
Quapaws ‘bore their descriptive name in
1540, bping mentioned in the Portn-
Bucse nurrative of De Soto's expedition
ag then living on the Arkansas river,
where they dwelt until 1849, when they
coded their long oceupied lands to the
United States.—Alico C. Fletcher in

MAGIC OF THE WoOOCDzS,
What Huntera Say Abont the Epcil of an
2 Otter's Eyes.

By the Adirondack woodsmen along
the banks of the West Canada croek the
otter ia regarded as quite as sly ns tho
fox, inasmuch aa it is very difficuls to
trap in any kind of contrivance. There
are fewer stories about the creature’s in-
telligence, as the animals are scarce and
have not been so much observed as have
the foxes.

There has been, and probably is, an
otter that forsix yenrs anyhow, and per-
haps longer, has traveled down the creck
winter and summer about every two
weoks.. In the winter it left n running,
sliding trail in the snow on the ice, sel-
dom leaving the creek bed to go into a
cove or overlund for a dozen or 15 rods.
In summer weather it fished and canght
frogs in the coves of the fiats, A good
muny. shots have been fired at it and 2
lot of traps set for it, but none was
ever successful. It is believed by woods-
men that the otters, like the hell divers,
loons, mink and others, dodge shot or
ball. I gaw this otter once some yonrs
ago in the summer time, and while only
one feature of the animal is distinet in
my mind, I do not recollect any other
wild animal so well. The body is a mere
glimmer of black in waving swale grass.
Even the head is o burly, rusty gray
shadow, a sort of background for the
two eyes,

I have seen deers when thoy were
standing still looking at me, have look-
ed at squirrels, rabbits, partridges, foxes
and other wild animals alarmed by my
preseuce, but their forms, rather than
their eyes, are moro or less distinet. In
fact, the oyes soom socondary in the
mind pictures, except in the coase of the
utter. It seems to me that the otter did
not merely look at me; it was more as
if it looked into me, the same as the
sensation ous hns when some one—p
man or woman—*‘reands your innermost
thoughts.’' These eyes wero large and
full rounded, dark brown with a shim-
mer of light gray skating across and
aronnd the center, and with a lively
beauty as different from the dead beauty
of a deer’s full eye. It sent precisely
such chills up and down my back. ns
dark human eyes have done. It wasn
tense, particnlar look, and not the gen-
eral gaze of a bird or other animal, The
otter, I think, hypuotized me, for I did
uot shoot, although my impression is
that sve looked at one amother for n
miuute or two.—Forest and Stream.
