A Stronghold and Palace Erected by Kins

Herod In Jodna.

As it gTow npho made a pet of it and took it with
him every evening when he went out to
bring the cows in.
One dayHiram cut his foot so that he

could not walk. His father was absent,and when 5 o'clock came and went
Without Hiram putting in an appear¬
ance, Abe, the pet hawk, flew out of the
barn and away. In half an hour or so
Mrs. Cloyd heard a noise like cows
moving together along the road, and on
looking out of tho window saw the
win do herd coming along apparentlyalone. She ran out to tho gate to find
out what was tho matter, and on Hear¬
ing tho fence to take down tho bars she
saw Abe perched on the horn of the last
cow, surveying tho scene with apparentsatisfaction. When a cow lagged or loi¬
tered by the wayside, the hawk Hew at
it fiercely, making it quicken its move¬
ments to keep from being struck by its
great wings. He then went back to his
curious perch, from which he watchedfor stragglers.
