FINANCIAL FLDHRY AT CHICAGO
LABOE SPECULATORS CAUGHT IN

THEIR OWN NETS.

Tbo Hanks Are All on tbo Safo Side,
the Only Ones Victimized Höing
the Hrokors.Armour Says Ho Doos
Not Foar a Panic aa the ReBult of
the Failures, as all Holders of Stock
Aro Wealthy Men.

Chicago, August 4..Nothing in yearB
has caused such a Hurry in commercial
circles aa the collapse of the Moores in
their elforis to maintain control of tho
Diamond Match stocks and New York
Ulscuit. It has been tho talk of ovory
man connected with thostock exchangeand the board or trado. Another strik¬
ing foature of tho failure, and one which
in a measure showed its extent and
breadth, Is tho fact that the stock ex¬
change for tbo llrst time in Its history
adjourned Indefinitely at once. Its
doors were opened without doing a dol¬
lar's worth of business. Tho following
notlco was posted on tbo door ot the
exchange:
"Tho Chicago Btcck exchange has

been closed subject to the governing
committee. J. R Wllkins, seorotary."Outsido the door and through the
corridors of tho building wero exc.ted
groups of brokers and traders in stocks
dlecuesing tho situation. Everyono
connected with tho exchange wan
endeavoring to convince everybodyelso that thoro was no cause for alarm.
They announced that the olllcials of
tho exchango were endeavoring to
form a pool to buy up tho stock ot tho
Moore Hros. to hold it until the flurry
was over.
At a meeting of tho governing com*

mlttee, a resolution was adoptod callingfur the appointment of a committee of
four, the chairman of which shall be
the president of tho stock exchange and
tbo other throe to bo appointed by him,
to confer with tho bankers of Chicagoand the Moore Hros. to arrange upon a
basis of settlement. This action had
the effect to modify the excitement of
many of those Interested. Those best
posted In the matter declare that there
Is no fear of a general panic. Tho gov¬
erning committee at a meeting today
adopted tho following:
"Resolved, That In cases of all stocks

bought and sold 'regular' tho trades
shall be carried out, and that in oases
where stock haa been bought regular
and sold in the account the stock shall
not be delivered until the opening of
the clearing house."
The Chicag ) News Hureau says:
'-The banks are taking this Diamond

Matoh flurry very comfortably. Their
only anxiety seems to be to help cub-
tonior*. The basis of bank loans on the
Mooro securltit's hau boon a low on-i for
a long while. The Now York Hiscuit
has not been a popular collateral evon.
Diamond Match has been popular, but
tho banks have understood there was a
lot of water In It.

"It is estimated by those in a position
to knew that tbo Moore Hros. have lost
between 84,000 000 and 5*5,500,000 on tho
Diamond Match deal. Soae Bay that
it I as wiped out every cent of their
fortunes.
"Chicago banks and bankers who

hold approximately 84,000,000 worth ot
Diamond Match stock as collateral for
money loaned will not preES tbo borrow¬
ers for a settlement. To do so Is un¬
wise and might precipitate a panic.
This the bankers are bound to avert at
all hazards.
"Another thirty tho banks have de»

cldcd to do Is to accept the stock of the
Diamond Match owned by \he Moore
Hros. at a cash value of 170."
HISCUIT COMPANY NOT WORRIED.
New York, August 4..The following

statement was given to a representative
of tha Associated Press at the office of
the New York Ulecult Company In this
city :
"The failure of tho Moore Bros, will

In no manner affect the buainess cf tho
Now York Biscuit Company. Tho fact
that William II. Moore, of Mooro Hros.,
is president of this company Is no
reason why wo ahould be atfeoted in
the least. Wo have heard of the
failure and tbat is about all. Tho
stock of this company Is well protected.

"It Is very likely that when full In¬
formation Is received from Chicago it
will bo found that the affairs of the
Moore Hros. will be all settled within a
very Bhcrt time. Whether they aro or
not, buslnoss here will go on just the
same as if Moore Hros. were perfectly
solvent. William H. Moore, president
of the company, is not in New York
city today, although it is statod that he
is In the East "

George P. Johnson, who is manager
of the Now York branch of1 the Dia¬
mond Match Company, is also treasurer
ot the New York Hiscuit Company.

ARMOUR IS NOT SCARED.
Chicago, August 4..P. D Armour

said this afternoon that he did not fear
a panic as the result of the Moore
Brothers' failure. "I don't think it
will affect other stocks,' he said. "The
men who held the bulk: of the stock are
very wealthy and will come out all
right. I don't fear a panic aud believe
the Moore Bros, will come out all right
in the end."

MAY REDUCE THE VALUE.
Akron, Ohio, August 4 .Members of

the Diamond Match Compao. in this
olty say that the failure of tha Moore
Bros., of Chiaago, will not stToct the
concern In any way except to reduce tho
present market quotation of Diamond
Match Company. It Is principally true
that through the efforts of the Moores
the Diamond Match stock reached the
recent high figures. Tbeir largo hold¬
ings wlil doubtiesä be sold at a sacri¬
fice.

ME. JONES CORRECTS

Seme Misapprehension Which Have
Arisen Regarding lila Interviews.
Washington, AuguBt 4..Chairman

Jones, of the Democratic national com¬

mittee, to-day corrected certain misap¬
prehensions which have arisen frcm
published interviews with him within
the last day or two.

"I did not say that Mr. Bryan would
not accept the Populist nomination,"
said Mr. Jones, "for I have no author¬
ity to say that. I did not say that as a
general rule the Southern Populists
were not a creditable class.

I spoke of tbeso
as tho exceptional class who would not
support Mr. Bryan. I said that as a rulo
the Populists In the South would fol¬
low tho patriotic courso and support
Bryan; that there would bo some who
for Beltlsh motives would not do so, but
prefer to have McKinley elected."

The speakers included Senator Stow-

art, of Nevada; ex-Representative Tur¬
ner, of New York; A. A. Lipscomb, of
Virginia; Representative Moredlth, of
Virginia; Hon. Job. E. Willard, of Vir¬
ginia; Hon. John F. Rixey, of Culpep-
per; Hon. Frank E Anderson, of Alex¬
andria; Hon. H. C. Pell, of Washington;

THE ISSUE OF TIE CAMPAIGN
REPUBLICANS TRYING TO OFFSET

SILVER SENTIMENT.

Senator Faulkner Says the Republican
Party la Trying to Make an Issue
Between Corporations and Wealth
on Ono Side and the Poor People on

the Other.in Fact, a Class Issue.

Washington, August 4 .Tho Demo¬
cratic Congressional committee head¬
quarters havo become a rendezvous (or
Democratic leadors until the national
headquarters are established. Chair¬
man Jones was at work there early on
his mail. Later Chairman Faulkner,
of the Congressional committee, was
joined by Senator Gorman, Senator
Stewart, ex-Governor Black, presidentof tho association of Democratic clubs;Chairman Cbilton, of the Wost VirginiaState committee, and RepresentativeCapehart, of West Virginia.
The talk was on general politics, al¬

though Senators Gorman and Faulkner
went into secret sosslon on certain
branches of campaign work. Mr. Faulk¬
ner and bia a'sociates expressed much
satisfaction with tho results in Alabama
and at Brunswick. Md., yesterday,where tho Democrats carried tfco town
on the Issue, they assert, of silver.

In speaking of the general staun of
the campaign, Chairman Faulkner said
"lam beginning to fear that our op¬

ponents will force tbo lS6ue away from
the economic questions and make it an
issue betweon corporations and wealth
on one hand and the poor people on the
other.In short, a das» issue. Wo havo
not sought such an issue. Wo havo been
willing to discuss economic questions,but our oppenonts will not discuss tho
silver quostlon further than to ridicule
it and assail their opponen's, and now
by the organization of their committees
they have made thcirconteat one essen¬
tially representative of wealth and cor¬
porate influence. As I say, I regret to
see that the opposition are forcing this
dangerous class issuo to tho front."
Chairman Chllton, of the Wost Vir¬

ginia committee, reports that silver
clubs are springing up throughout the
State. Ho instances three silver clubs
in his county and declares tho member¬
ship is recruited largely from Republl«
canB who believe in silver.
At Republican Congressional head-

quartera half a million pieces cf litera¬
ture havo been sent out within tho last
twenty-four hours. Of these a quarterof a million are small "pasters," givingMcKlnley's viow on tho money. Thoy
are intended to bo s'uck on letters and
in public places. The other quarter
million was made up cf speeches and
campaign documents. Tho committee
continues to be deluged with requestsfor litorature.
The mail indicates that schoolhouso

meetings In the country are becoming
a popular feature of tbo campaign.
The Republican officials look upon

tho KrunBwick, Md., election an one
turning wholly on local istues and do-
void of general significance.

Secretary Gardner, of tbo DemocraUc
committee, has gone to Putsburg with a
view, It Is understood, of arranging In
part for tbo large quantities of printing
needed by tho committee. Workmen
are busy cleaning up A'orm'.ey's Hotel,
which adds to the Impression that the
old hostelry will become the national
Democratic headquarters.
The silver national hoadquariers wero

deserted to-day, tho officials having
gone to a Virginia barbecue, in which
silver and roast ox were combined.
Chairman Faulkner received a request

which he regarded as significant. It
catno from a leading retail dealer at
Huntington, W. Vt., asking where ho
could buy 500 Bryan cabinet photo-
graphs, which, he said, were the
strongest kind of campaign documents.
The photographs wero to be distributed
with purchases.

BIG REWARDS.
Butcher Weylor Oilers an Incen.ivo For

the Capture of Vessels.
Havana, Aug. 1..A decree published

by Capt. Oeneral Wejler announces
that the crews of filibustering vessels,
as well as their captains, will bo consid¬

of over 350 tons.

the convention (of President I don'tbelievo It will be made. On tho other
hand, 1 am convinced that tho national
committee will bo called upon to put a
straigbtout Populist candidate for Pres¬ident, and as Nörten seems to havo thefirst call for the nomination, I supposetho ticket will be Norton and Watson."
On national aiairs the platform will

probably endorse the St. Louis platform,deprecate the fact that tho People's
party has not been met in the. same
spirit as it displayed towards the
Democratic party In tho nomination o!
