New York. August 10..The lone ex¬
pected rally in the stock market came to¬
day. Businuss was fairly extensive and
was well distributed,and while the trend
of prices upward the movement was ir¬
regular. An agreeable diversion to the
long prevailing professional character of
the market was furnished by the pur¬chase of foreign account and the execu¬
tion of moderate commission house
orders. The initial source of the rally
was higher prices in London and arbi¬
trage purchase's. In a number of in¬
stances the fluctuations recorded were
quite wide. The important influences
bearing upon to-day's market were earlystrength and eventual ease in call money
rates and n ste.u'ily declining market for
foreign exchange. TheGovernment crop
report, as usual, was not published until
some time after the close of business
The closing was strong with net gains of
la2 percent, throughout.
