A REMARKABLE CHARGE.

Fell From a High Gallery and Was Held
for Manslaughter.

The bad habit that is of almost univer-
sal prevalence with the managers of music
halls of not opening the doors until a few
minutes before the performance, thus in-
directly inducing a dangerous headlong
rush of the crowd that has been collecting
outside for an hour or more, has had a
fatal result in Sydney, says the Westmin-
ster Gazette. The most popular music
hall in that eity is Tivoli. On the Satur-
day evening prior to the departure of the
Iast Australian mail, the rush into the
top gallery was so great thiat a man named
Gill was precipitated over the raillngs.

He fell into the stalls right on the head
of Alfred Neander, who was promptly
removed to the Sydney Hospital, where
it wns found that he had received a frac-
ture of the spine.  He died after a few
hours. Gill eseaped with a few slight
bruises, but the coronér's jury found him
guilty of manslaughter, and he has been
committed for trinl. The verdict was op-
posed to the charge of the coroner, who
said that Gill could not possibly have
foreseen that he would have fallen over
the railings of the gallery into the stalls.

Cleveland has issued bonds three times
to maintain the gold standard as England
wants it. If it were not for the super-
stition«that the gold reserve must not fall
below cne hundred millions, the bonded
debt need not have been increased. Han.
na's McKinley objects to that way of
maintaining the present fgold standard,
and he proposes to increase the tariff
taxes so the people will pay a surplus ‘nto
the Treénsury, and then buy gold with the
surplus taxes instead of with bonds. But
the people pay it in either case. These
are the two ways the gold standard people
offer the Ameriean voters. Between the
two, McKinley's way would save the in-
terest and at the same time assist our
poor and needy Hannas, Armours, Car-
negies, and all the protected manufactur
ers and trusts. But {s there no better
way? DBryan proposes to restore silver to
its old-time place beside gold, and act
upon the unquestioned right to pay in
both metals instead of one. No lawyer
will question the jurisdiction of the gov-
ernment over money and legal tender. It
is a power inherent in sovereignty, and
all contracts must conform themselves to
any change made by government in legal
tender. A contract made in 1872 for a
thousand dollars due in 1806, must be lig-
uidated under the legal tender law in
force when the debt matures. And that
is why the legislation and gdministration,
of the last twenty-thres years have in-
creased the burden of our vast indebted-
ness, public and private, by appreciating
the value of money which with all debts
must be paid, and proportionately lower-
ing the prices of everything that money
mnst buy.

From the beginning of our government
gold and silver both were legal tender at
the relation of 15 in weight of silver to
one of gold. 1In 1834 the gold dollar was
reduced in weight, about flve per cent in
value. All contracts previously made
were lawfully payable in the new and
smaller dollar.  In 1868 Senator Sherman
offered a bill to establish a single stand-
ard “exclusively of gold,' and recom-
mended a veduction in the value of the
gold dollar from 25 8-10 grains to 24 80-100
grains, a reduction of 81-2 per cent  (We
don't mention this as at all sustaining
the honesty of a reduction, but coming
from a life-long, jealously watchful ser-
vant of the interests of capital, it is a
striking recognition of the unquestioned
right of government to make such a
change). The American people have for
years been suffering from the steady ruin-
ons depreciation in prices, resulting from
the artificial selfish appreciation of money.
They are suffering from it to-day. They
have the unguestioned right by the action
of their government to stop this deadly
shrinkage of prices, by restoring what
Senator Hil called ‘“free bimetallic coin-
age'’ open to all the silver of all the
world. They have the right to do it. It
it to the interest of all the wealth-pro-
ducing classes to do anything they have a
right to do to facrease the prices of their
products. A general increase of prices
means A returs to general prosperity.

NEW YORK STOCKS.

The chief point of in-
terest was the meeting of the clearing
house loan committee of the associnted
banks, and the action likely to be taken,
which, it was believed, would, in
a measure, indicate the actual financial
status. The announcement of the clenr-
ing house loan committee that no appli-
cations for loan certificates had been re-
ceived, falled to check the downward
movement, and some stocks were carried
below the early low points. Frequent
fitful rallies pceurred alterwards, but the
closing was at the lowest of the day.
