Implements M-ule by Mound Builders

Fouwl Near PtttsbuTg.
Great interest ismalfrsted at Pittsburg.over'tiie discr.very of n number of imple¬ments in a "mound .** McKee's Rocks,¦which is being exertvabml for scientific pur¬poses. The mound believed to have

been built'by the anPient mound dwell
ers, and'tbr implements found place the
mound on a par with those that haw
been expl« red elsewhere. The work is
:>iving done under the direction of Thomes
Harper, of Pittshrnrg, who believes thnt
the specimens found are not less tfctin
l,O00JyeaTs old.'andjpower thatjthey weremade by the most ancient people who
inhabited this country.

Bone-needles, or awls, were included
In the: find and Mr. Harper says that hhey
run lie restored.
A tomahawk, vhich Mr. ^Harper re-

cards as not being less than 1,000 yearsOld, was also found. The same kind of
Weapons fc*e also found on the British
isles. Mr. Harper says that the weaponis similar in appeaiances to the paleoith,which was used for striking. It is made
of gneiss. He considers this an extraor¬
dinary discovery.
The bone implement, or flaker, is regard¬ed by Mr. Harper a,!, possessing unusual
interest. This is the implement which
primitive men, as well as ancient people,nsediin making Hint instruments. Mr.
Harper maintains that this last Hud
prove*:that the mound was built by She
monnfi dwellers. He maintains that
implements found prwve this.

Birmingham, England, to Expend *18,-
000,000 for a Purer Supply.

The construction of the new works for
the water supply of Birmingham from the
rivers Elan and Claerwen, tributaries of
the river Wye, is now well started. The
work on the water shed is being done byadministration by the corporation them¬
selves. The railway from Rhayader to the
site of the dams is completed, ami the ex¬
cavation is well in hand for the dams of
the three reservoirs, which will provide a
storage of 11,000 millions of gallons, for
the first installment of the supply and for
compensation. The building of the dams
is about to be started. Out of a totallength of aqueduct of seventy-four miles,twenty-four miles at the reservoir end has
been let by contract to two firms.101-2
to one for 11,400,000, and 18 1-2 miles to
another for *1,800,000. The former con¬
tract includes two lonti tunnels, one -1 1-1
miles and the other 2 1-2 miles long, of
which a distance of over two miles has
been driven. The first installment of the jsupply will be capable of delivering 26,-000,000 gallons of water daily in Birming¬ham, and the estimated cost is $18,000,000.
