000,000 bushels in 1881 o 94,000,000
bushels in 1886,7 there necessarily enme
low prices."" The above quotation is eal-
culanted to indicate foreibly that our ex-
ports of wheat his undergone a wondey-
ful diminution. This is pot true. On

NO MALAGA GRAPES IMPORTED.

The Ones Called Mulagas Are Almerinn
Grapes, 1 Doaler Says.

“The grapes thit dre sold by the frait
denlers of this  country  as  AMulogn
grapes,” suid o commission merchant, ‘are
not. Malngn greapes ab all. A genuine
Mulagn grape 15 the rarest geape that ever
camo to our market, anid is vowadnys
really ever seen here. 1t is o grape so
tender and deliente that it will not stana
shipment well, and importations thnt
have arvived here in good condition had
o be disposed of almost on the moment
if the importer hoped to realize on his
venture. The Malagn grape crop is
nearly nll utilized for raisins and in the
muking of that Malaga wine connoisseurs
talk so knowingly and unctuously anbout
and have never seen, much less tastued,

“The white and pinkish-white grapes
you buy here as Malagn grapes grow in
the nlmost innecessalile mountain regions
of Spaln, in the district of Almerin. Un-
like the Maluga, the Almerin grape is
the hardiest grape that grows. 1t is like
the region that is its native seil. That
region is wild and primitive, with n
lusty people inbabiting it. The vineyards
are fifty miles baek from the sen, without
aroad conuecting them with foutside
communication. The intermediate coun-
try is infested by wild beasts and still
more savage outlaws, and tourists have
not yet ventured to inelude that part of
Epuin in their wanderings, Only cne
Amerienn has yet ventured into that iso-
lated region, nmd chnt was Charles Good-
sell, of this city.

“The avernge grape crop of the Almerin
district iz nearly half n million barrels
of forty pounds ench—the sguatty, tub-
like receptacies the grapes come to this
market in.  That makes about 10,000
tons of grapes that are transported these
iifty miles between the vineyards nnd the
wharf at Almerinon the baeks of donkeys
through the mountain wilidernebs. The
vineyards are all small holdings'of the
mountiin peasants, and  yielil about five
tons to the acee, The usunl price receivid
for the grapes, delivered on the whael at
Almerin, packed in barrels, the pneking
being done at the vineyards, is nine cents
a pound,  The cork dost in wlieh the
Truit is preked is taken to Almerin on
the vessels that bring away the grapes,
and iz solil to the grape growers, who
earey v over the mountaing on their don-
keys on their return trips,

“The harvesting of this unigue erop is
done during August.  The vessels which
transport the giapes aeress the sen can-
nob reach the Abnevin wharf beeause of
shadlow water.  They e atanchor hnlf o
mile or so ol The grapes are enrtied to
the vessels in vowboats of antigue pit-
teen pml smnll enpneiry.  The Almerin
grape growers aml handlers savngely re-
sentoany effort to introduce improved
mathoils of transfer,

She grapes begin to reach New York
about October 1. This market hamilles
about half the crop, or perhaps 200,000
barrels. The importers sell to dealers
only by auetion, which sales are held on
stated days, at the Prodoce Exchoange,
from October to April.  They are cata-
Ioguad and =old for what  they are—Al-
merin grapes. They do not become Mal-
aga grapes until they rench the hnnds of
the retnilers.  These grapes aee the neare-
est to being imperishable of all the froits
thnt grow. I have had! them sonmd as
the diy they were picked from the vines
in Spain more than a year after they
wiere picked New York San.
