One Munt Ho the Superior.
In any living organization tho supreme

power never «lies. The king never dies,
and against the possibility of tho presi¬
dent flying we havo made an elaborate
provisiou, which sufficiently speaks for
the danger it seeks to avoid. But in the
slow moving action of tho huge organ¬
isms that we call nutious and govern
incuts there is time enough for kings
and presidents to sleep, to be off guard
whereas, in tho rapid movements of
ships ami tho frequent sudden vicissi¬
tude of sea life tho captain.tho cap¬
tain's power.cannot sleep. It is plain
to say his person must. No more than
tho proverbial switch tender can he, as a
habit, bo on duty- 20 hours our of tho
24. Hence arises the necessity for the
watch officer, who is in charge of the
«leck and vested while so with all the
captain's power for tho conduct of that
which goes on on dock or pertains to the
direction. He holds this control not he-
causo he is the captain or lieutenant by
grade and title, but because of tho office
be is thou tilling. Is this considered an
extravagant claim.unlimited':
And as it is on deck SO it is in the en¬

gine mom. The man in charge there,
himself in his sphere, exercises a control
as absolute as the captain and the officer
of tho watch.liko them absolute, liko
them limited. But there are two on
duty at the same time.the deck officer
and the engino officer, tho directive and
the motive forces. The unity of reBult
demands that they be not independent.
Ono must be tho superior, and it must
bo tho one who hasohargo of the direct¬
ive force, as that which is the more es¬
sential to tin- safety and government of
the vessel: not because the one man is
superior to tho other man, but because
tho ono power is more important than
tho other..Captain A. T. Mahan, U.
S. N., in North American Review.

If the sun never sets on his empire, his
eye never closes in sloop, and ever from
beneath his drooping lid he espies some
fresh occasion for ruin and ortrage To
his impious ingenuity no limit is set.
Ho is capable of organizing tho manu¬
facture of dynamite and of betrayinghis own plot that France may tremble
for tho safety of her czar. Not long
.since u halfpenny print, in search of u
headline, announced tho murder ()f tho
Knltan, and, declared the Parisii.n jour¬
nals, the falsehood was plainly invented
by Eugland, that monster personified,with the deliberate intent to sha;o tho
peace of Knrope.
