Arthur Duestrow Expiates His
Fearful Grime,

1IK GOKS TO HIS DEATH DECLAR¬
ING THAT THE WRONG MAN
WAS TO BE PUNISHED FOR THE
CRIME.HE LONG KEPT UP THE
IDEA THA 1' HE WAS INSANE AXI)
AT THE LAST MOMENT PRAC¬
TICED THE DECEPTION.

Union, Mo.. Fob. 1(»..On a scaffold
erected in the Franklin county jail yardIn this village, under a clear and sunnysky, surrounded by about one hundred
persons the majority liclllg physicians,
newspaper men or deputy sheriffs, Ar¬
thur Duestrow, of St. Louis, was Jpgallyexecuted to-day for the murder of his
wife and little son hi that city three years
ago.
The condemned man, who has simula¬

ted insanity since the day of the crime,
kept his role until last evening, when, by
his questions and answers, it was evident
that he keenly realized that the end was
near ami that, his own VfTorts and those
of his attorneys, aided by an abundance
of wealth, were without avail in the hat-
tie for life.

Before he lay down to'sleep last night
Duest row asked one of the guards what,
hour was lixed for'the execution, bur. the
latter expressed ignorance: whereuponDuestrow smiled significantly and ttirnei
away. hater in ".the evening SheriffPltchta asked Duestrow if he wished to
see a minister or priest. The murderer
turned away with the sneering reply: "1
have no use for them."
He then lay down on his cot and was

soon asleep. lie slept almost without
interruption until nearly ö o'clock tliis
morning. He did not arise, however,until about o'clock, but tossed rest lessly
from side to side as be consumed ciga-
rett.es one after another. He arose shortly
after 7 o'clock and then for tiie llrst lime
in years he broke dawn and his usual air
of haughty indifference gave way to one
of despair lie begged the guards to save
him from bis fate and requested thai
messages bo sen! to Governor Stephens
interceding in his behalf. To nearly everyvi dtor ami attendant he appealed lor as¬
sistance, ijnd asked that the following
telegram be sent to ox-( iovernor Johnson,his counsel, in St. Louis:

"1 am in a predicament: intercede with
Governor Stephens for me immediately.I now need your.advice. I was insane Inn
it did me no good. I have nothing left
but hope for forgiveness'1
This was signed ''General Bradeu-

burg." a name and character assumed byDuestrow during the past lew months.
The murderer ate a scanty 'breakfast and
when it was finished threw himself on
his cot and gave way to a'hurst of tears.
He söhbed convulsively and cried out

frequently ..oh, (bid: This is terrible."
He appealed to the deputy sheriffs to

procure him a bottle of brandy, but the
request was not grnnted. h would have
been his dial drink since the day of the
tragedy' had it been given him.
About 10 o'clock the murderer havingbecome more composed, be repeated his

request for brandy and it. was given him.
Sh»rtly before I o'clock Sheriff Plicllta
notified him that his ".last hour had ar¬
rived and in a few minutes the guards
announced that all was in readiness for
the execution.
The sheriff gave the order to proceed

ami the march to the scaffold liegltll, thy
sheriff leading the way, followed by
Duestrow with a deputy sheriff on each
side, and a large crowd of newspaper men
and doctors.
Duestrow was apparently unconcerned,

and when he had mounted the scaffold
be showed no nervousness. After the
ropes hud been placed about his legs the
sheriff asked him if be bad anything to
say. He replied: ''Nothing, lull that a
big mistake is being made."
Then as the rope was being adjusted

about his neck he asked: /'May I say a
few words:'" The sheriff gave assent and
Duestrow spoke in almost a whisper as
follows:

"f wish to say chat a big mistake is
lieing made here. I am General Braden
bum, of the United States army. I am
not the man whom you accuse. I am not
a murderer of a woman and a child. 1
now stand before you, sir, bound and
tied like a criminal: but I am Innocent
of any crime. I go in peace to my Lord.
1 want to say that I thank my attorney,
ex-Governor Johuson, of St.. Louis, for
what he has done for me."
The condemned man hesitated, as If

about to talk more, but Sherifl Puchta
raised his hand: the black cap was placed
over Dliestrow's head and the cord drawn
tightly.

Duestrow shouted to one of tin- depu¬
ties: "hood-bye, Simon," and the trap
was spuing. The black form ol the man
fell throuch the hole, The neck was not
broken, and eight minutes after o'clock
be was pronounced dead.
The body was turned over to an under*

taker, representing it sister of the dead
man, ami will be taken and interred
alongside the murderer's father in Belle-
fontaiuc Cemetery. The undertaker
stated that he had positive instruction
not to embalm the body and this is taken
as evidence that a past.-mortem examina¬
tion will be made to determine the condi¬
tion of his brain.
Duestrow was in receipt, of an income

of $10,000 fo:- life. He was studying med¬
icine in St. Louts, but had practically
given himself up to drink and the bawdybouses. On the day of the murder he had
made an cugagment with his wife to take
her sleigh riding. When he went to keephis appointment lie was drunk and quar¬
relsome and abused the servant who ad¬
mitted him to the house. His wife en¬
deavored to draw his at tention from the
servant, when he turned upon her, shot
her four times and then held up their
hrthy against the wall and put a ball
through its head.

The case attracted wide attention and

lias established many precedents by court
ruliugS upon insanity pleas in defense.

ANTI-SCALPING BILL,
Presented to the Senate With Many

Amendments
Washington, Feb. 10..The anti-scalp-inn bill was reported to the Senate this

morning with several material amend¬
ments, none of which have h u antago¬nized by the railroad conipair.es. The
bill, ns> amended, makes it unlawful for
nny one to "ell railroad tickets, except
persons authorized by such companies by
proper certificate so to ilo.
An exception permits the purchaser of

the ticket in good faith, it: the prosecutton of a journey.to sell the ticket he has
purchased. The original bill provides
that railroad companies shall redeem
upon presentation nt, the general office of
the road ii ticket, oi any part of such 11
ticket, as rj ar be unused by the pur¬chaser, at n rate equal to the difference
between the rate paid for the winde
t icket and the cost of ii ticket of the
same class between the points for which
it. was actually used.
An amendment made to this'requiresthe nil road companies to redeem the

whole ticket in like manner in the event
ilia' the purchaser should be unable to
Use it.
A nut her provision for protection of

brokers who may have ju stuck of tickets
on hand requites all roads to redeem
every legal ticket outstanding within
t hirty days after the passage of t he act.
The forging of railroad tickets "is made

a felony, punishable by a line of not more
than s:',,oui) [or each olTense and impris¬
onment for not more than two years.

The Naval Sub-Commit tee Recommends

a Lump Sum for Armor.
Washington. Feb. 10..The sub com¬

mittee of the House committee on naval
affairs, charged with the preparation ol
the bill making appropriations for the
naval establishment for the year ending
June 10, 1808, will probably be ready to
report to the full committee to-morrow.

The amount of the appropriation will he

lixed by the sub-committee to-morrow,when the chief of ordnance will furnish a
statement to the committee. The Inser¬
tion of a specific price pel foil will be
carefully avoided. The sub committee
under the proviso for increase of the
navy, will recommend one battleship.

London, Feb. III..A coin mil tue re¬
cently appointed to inquire, into tlie
causes of the troubles in the Transvaal
begun its sittings to-dity. The commit
tee room was crowded with privileged
persons, itmong whom was the Prince of
Wales, wno showed great interest ill the
pi ocecdiugs.

Mr. Cecil Rhodes, lonnerly prime mill-lister of the Calie Colony ami the active[director of the affairs of the British
South Africa Chartered Company, was
put on the stand as llrst witness. Mr.[Rhodes rend a lontr statement detailingthe occurrences In British South Africa
and the Transvaal prior to the raid h'd
by Dr. Jameson into the Roer territory[rind dwtlt on the general feeliug of dis¬
content which had arisen as a conso-[qiicnce of the corrupt, management of the
[Transvaal government and its refusal to[concede the riirhts of UiGuilders, lie was
in sympathy with the I'it landers in their
grievances and he had placed on the fron¬
tier under orders of Jameson a force of
troops with Instructions to act should
certain events arise.

Mr. Rhodes admitted that he had not
communicated to the directors ol the
chartered company a notice of ol his ac¬
tions, which were made In perR-cl goodfaith under the itlittioncc of bis belief that
it was the intention ol the Transvaal gov¬
ernment in introduce into the Roe.* re¬
public tin- influence of a foreiirn power.At this point Sir William llurcottrt In¬
terrupted .Mr. Rhodes and asked:
"Was it your object to overthrow the

Transvaal government "

Mr. Rhodes replied that the overthrow
of the government was not his object, hut
merely to bring about a change. Head- }mittel the probability of his having done
wrong in placing Dr. .lame-on with his
men on the frontier, but Jameson's inva¬
sion of the Transvaal be was not res]M>n-sible for, as Jameson bad gone into the
Boer territory without hi.- permission.Witness was asked if be had informed

-the British commissioner in South Africa,Lord Rosemede, of his designs and ro-
plied that he had not.

Sir Wm. flarcourt asked whj be hud
not informed the British high conimis
siotLer, am' Mr. Rhodes answered:
"You had belter get the answer to that

question from Lord Rosemede."
Mr. Rhodes would not say that the

measures lie had taken had brought about
the revolution in t he Transvaal. He ad¬
mitted, however, thai be bad supplied
some of the funds used in prepnrinuand
carrying out Jameson's raid, but he
could not say who supplied the rest. He
denied that he bad pressed the Johannes-
burgers into acts of insurrection. What
pressui e there may have been was not
from outside, but from within. It. was
impossible, he -aid, that the present state
of things in Johannesburg and ofher parts
of the Transvaal should continue. The
people would not cease their agitation
until tl ey obtained their social rights.The examination of Mr. Rhodes 0C( !1
pieil the entire sitting ami the committee
adjourned until Friday.

endured without widespread bankruptcy.If it hud not been for the fortunate hal-
mice of trade in favor of the United
States in 180(1 there would have been, he
asserted, a cataclasni in this countrywhich would hliyc prostrated all interests.
"To the system of bimetallism from

which we departed,'1 he said, "we must
return: mid I trust that we are already
on the road."
Ho quoted Senator Sherman's speech

on silver in 1876, in which lit was said
that nothing but the act of Cod could
prevent the use of both gold and silver
among the nations, and he facetiouslyanticipated the aid ^whlch Mr. Sherman
would give to the cause of bimetallism as
the leader of the new administration.
He believed that the new administra¬

tion would, by wise counsels and virtuous
deeds, proloug indefinitely the ascend¬
ancy of the Republican patty; but said
that, if it should c.ntent itself with en¬
joying the spoils of oftlce, treating blmst-
talism as a ''juggling humbug,'1 the tide
of political battle would be once more
turned against the Republicans and theywould soon exchange places with their
now sore, bleeding and prostrate foes.

''Unsettled questions," he closed bysayinit, »i'j»ny no heed to the lupose of
nations, 1Jc wise to-day. 'Tis madness
to defer."
Mr, Shermangavonotice that he would

move to j^o into executive session to-mor¬
row on the arbitraiton treaty and that he
hoped then to get dual action on it.
The bankruptcy bill was taken up and

Mr. Hoar, chairman of the judiciary com¬
mittee, pleaded for it ill a half hour
speech.
No action was taken, and the Senate at

5:50 p. in. adjourned.
