New York, May 25..Meyer Schoon-

flcld, the leader of the Tailors'strike,said
this morning.
"Ten manufacturers settled to day and

a general strike will lie declared at Haiti-
more before t he end of the Week. Sam¬
uel Gompers. president of the Federation
of Labor, will be here this afternoon,
an*' will confer with the executive board
regarding the strike, which may be made
general throughout the country. Claims
and judgments thus far llled^ with the
executive board show that within the
past live mouths the strikers have been
cheated out of twenty thousand dollars,which they actually earned from the con¬
tractors. They will not go back to work
until every manufacturer has signed an
agreement to give work to those contrac¬
tors who comply with our demand. The
strike is now a success."
