A Continual Steady Growth for the
City.

WHAT -THE LEADING BUSINESS
MEN EXPECT IS EVIDENCED BY
THEIR PLANS FOR THE FUTURE.
THREE LARGE. FIRMS INCREAS¬
ING THEIR STORE ROOM.WHEN
THE NEW OFFICE BUILDING
WILL BE COMPLETED.OTHER
NEW BUILDINGS OF INTEREST.

Roaunke has for several months past
experienced a building boom thnt Is not
at nil of a spasmodic character, hut just
the reverse. The growth of the city is of
a healthy naturo and is now steady and
certain. Almosf. in' all suctions of the
city now houses are springing up and are
being occupied by their owners as soon
as they-can he prepared for occupancy.
The business section of the city is per¬haps the centre of most activity iu the

building line. Salem avenue, Campbell
avenue and Jefferson street can boast of
now and substantial buildings, all of
which have just been completed or are
now In courso of erection.

have a home to themselves.
The four top lloors are now about com¬

pleted and it is understood that a num¬
ber of the ollicials.iucludiim Auditor Jos.
W. Coxe, with their clerical forces will
move In July 1. The balance of the workwill be pushed rapidly by Contractor
Xesbitt,who hones to turn over the build¬
ing to the road withiu sixty days or
thereabouts. The large btd'ers and heat¬
ers are now being placed In position.

If anything is needed to show that, the
business outlook in Roanoke is improv¬ing the bare facts that three of the larg¬
est dry goods firms of tue city have de¬
cided that their present and former quar¬
ters are not suiliclent to accommodate
their increasing trade will prove the as¬
sertion.
In the first place, Rosenbaum Bros,

concluded to erect a building on Camp¬bell avenue which would connect with
their present store.

Messrs. Ileironomus & Brugh, the
Ccmmerco street dry goods 'dealers, who
enjoy a large and fashionable claps of
trade, have just decided to erect a large
two story brick building 50x07 feet on
the northeast corner of Ileury street and
Campbell avenue. The contract has al¬
ready been let and work actually beganyesterday. It is understood that the
contract provides that the building shall
be ready for occupancy on October 1st.
The new King & Gooch building is a

Uandsome structure put up as a cost of
about $11,000 and is located at the corner
of Kirk avenue and Jefferson street s. w.
The building is complete in every respect,
and is already occupied by the Southern
Express Company.
The Marsteller bullding near the mar¬

ket square Is Hearing completion and the
contractors, Messrs. Groves St Keffer,will be ready to turn the keys over to Mr.
Marsteller in ten days. '''his buildinghas a marble front, and a splendid repre¬
sentation of a marble monument adorns
the roof. This building will cost when
completed about $5,0CO.

SHERMAN'S
MIND FAILING.

The Secretary of State Approach¬
ing a Break-Down,

MANY ILLUSTRATIONS OF HIS
FAILING POWERS.HE STATES
HIS POSITION IN REGARD TO
THE ANNEXATION OF HAWAII.
HE REGARDS IT AS AN EXCEP¬
TION AND THINKS IT HIGHLY
PROPER FOR THIS COUNTRY TO
ANNEX THE ISLANDS.

Washington, June 19.---Secretary Bher-
man desires to remain in the Cabinet, andthorefore put forth to day n foimal de¬nial of the expressions against the Ha¬
waiian annexation treaty attributed tohim by his callers yesterday. It docs
not, however, change the opinion of
those who know tht facts, and at the
most implies cither increasing forgetful-
uess or increasing changeability. Sooner
or later, however, Secretary Shermanwill lenve the Stute Department, and
Judge Day will succeed him as Secretaryof State.
The Secretary of State to day explainedhis position thus: "It is absolutely un¬

true that I am opposed to the annexa¬
tion of Hawaii. I don't see how such a
report originated, much loss how It came
to lie circulated. My opinion on the
general question of the annexation of
territory by the United* States is well-known from speeches I have made at
different times against such a policy, butin the case of Hawaii, owing to the con¬
troversy between Japan and Hawnii,with the possibility of war between the
two countries, I am convinced that It is
highly proper to tako steps for the an¬
nexation of Hawaii. You cau say in the
most positive terms that I am decidedlyIn favor of tho annexation of Hawaii."

It is stated that the President has been
seriously embarrassed ever since tho 4th
of March by hearing through various
channels that Mr. Sherman's mind is a
wreck, aud yet, owing to their long per¬sonal tnitimacy and his extreme respectfor the ability of Mr. Sherman as shownin his earlier years, he is unwilling to
credit this. At any rate he does not seehis way clear to relieve the old gentlemanof his present responsibility.It was owing to the discovery of Mr.
Sherman's weakness that he chose JudgeDay, in whom he has tho utmost confi¬
dence, and who is certainly giving every
one hero the impression of being n calm-
minded, judicious man. to be Assistant
Secretary and practica'ly Secretary; be¬
cause Mr. Sherman's repeated absences
and the necessity from time to time ot
his remaining on retirement for awhile
would enable Judge Day to inspect the
work which was going on, and, as As¬
sistant Secretary authorize or refuse au¬
thority for a good deal of it. In spitoof this precaution a diplomatic scandal
of some sort is daily looked for, owing to
Mr. Sherman's saying one thing one dayapd its opposite the next.
j^Vs an example of th" way Mr. Sherman
shows his failing powers, it is a fict
which can be attested by persons who
come into drily contact with him that
if he sits down to wiito a \it'.er of anylength, he forgets before he reaches the
end of the letter what subject lie started
to discuss, and leaves it in a most chaotic
condition, either to bo pm. in order by
some oue else for him or to no in this
shape and bear its muto testimony to
the writer's condition of mind. Further,
St is related by a visitor who called uponhim a little while ago to discuss a mat¬
ter conncted with tho war in the East
and who asked some questions concerningGreece, which Mr. Sherman could not
answer, that the Secretary said: "Whydon't you go and ask the Greek minis¬
ter:'"
The visitor responded: "There is no

Greek minister in Washington."
"Oh, yes there Is," persisted Mr. Sher¬

man. "Oo and ask him about this ques¬tion." And yet everybody here except
our venerable Secretnry of Statu knows
that Greece, tor reasons of economy, has
not for years kept a minister in the
United States, ami has none here now.
Chairman Davis, of the foreign rela¬

tions committee, formally confirmed to¬
day the statement thnt the Hawaiian
treaty would not be pressed until next
session. Meanwhile he will present an
elaborate report in favor of it, and Sena¬
tor Gray* will present the minority report,against It.
The protest of the ex-Queen of Hawaii

will avail her nothing, either with the
administration or the Senate. She is
held to have abandoned all her rights byher abdication and to lie entitled to no con¬
sideration in connection 'with the annex¬
ation of her country.
Some Senators who would like a tripto Honolulu are talking of the desirabil¬

ity of sending a special committee to col¬
lect Information about the Hawaiian Is¬
lands for use in the debates next winter,but it has not taken tangible shape.

HIS POLICY
FOR CUBA.

President McKinley's Plan to be
Submitted to Spain.

IT WILL BE SELF-GOVERNMENT
FOR THE ISLAND.THE ADMIN-
ISTRATION BELIEVES THAT
CUBA CAN OCCUPY TOWARD*
SPAIN THE SAME RELATION
WHICH CANADA HOLDS TO
GREAT BRITAIN . SPAIN MAY
AGREE TO.THIS.

Washington, June 19..When Minis¬ter Woodford departs tor Madrid he will
carry with him the ornclnl declaration ofthis government regarding its policy to¬ward Cuba.
The scheme of the administration isdefinite, prncticnl and safe. A hove al'things, President McKinley is determinedthat there shall be no belligerent demon-st ration on the part of the United States,believing that the Cuban problem can be-solved through diplomatic means. Heis so certain of this peaceful anil satisfac¬tory result that ho hns not even consid¬ered the possibility of any other alterna¬tive.
Nor is he treading upon unknownground. He has received positive assur¬

ance from Spain that the frlondly officesof this government along the lines hohns formally suggested, will be accepted.Briefly stated, the President believesthat Cuba can occupy toward Spain the
same relation which Canada holds towardGreat Britain. Ho hns been informed,with an emphasis that admits of no-doubt, that Spain will not, under anycircumstances, part with the island, andho has no desire to antagonize this posi¬tion. Ho does intend, however, that the
present cruel and disastrous war, withall its destruction of life and property.American life and property, be it under¬stood.shall cense, and he la awnro thatSpain is also nuxious to eud the struggle.Spain, however, feels that her honor anddignity are of greater consequence than
any question which affects Americaninterests in the island, and the President,appreciating hor position, will do noth¬ing to unnecessarily and wantonly offendand irritate.
The offer of this administration, there¬fore, will be to bring about an independ¬ent self-government for tho Cubans.Spain will be asked to withdraw her

army from the island and allow the .Cu¬bans to manage their own ufTairs, withtheir own legislature nnd their own gov¬
ernor. In everything their autonomywill be complete. All this, however, Is
not to he a one-sided gift. Cuba willhe asked to pay her, proportion of the
enormous war debt which has beencreated.

It may be suggested that Spain willmake this burden a heavier one thanCuba can bear. Should this be attemptedit will bo the policy of tho United States
to lay Its restraining hand, in a guardedand diplomatic manner, upon Spain. Itwill be an important part, of MinisterWoodford's duties to make a thoroughexamination of the financial situation iuSpain and Cuba, with especial reference
to tho ability of the latter to raise money |by customs and taxes., and ho will seethat the proportion of the war debt as¬signed to Cuba is not excessive
The Cuban junta in this country hasvigorously assorted that nothing lessthan absolute independence will be ac¬cented by them. Whether they will be sostubborn when they find that it is notthe intention ot this Tgovernment to bedrawn into an International quarrel ontheir account is very doubtful. They are-hoping now that the United States willbe their ally to the lnst degree. They willdemand everything, hut, in the belief ofthe administration, when they learn theextent to which this country will concernitself in tho struggle, they will acceptthe self-government offered to them.If they do not, tho course of tho Presi¬dent has already been determined upon.Nothing more will be done. Spain willnot yield the island, hut she "»ill agree toallow tho Cubans to manage their ownaffairs, regulate their own finances, andexorcise an independence in fact as well

as in name. Tothlsend the friendly officesof tho United States will be tendered, and,so far as Spain is concerned, they will beaccepted.
If this programme is not acceptable tothf Cubans they will have to solve their

own problems for themselves aud with¬
out tho further assistance of the UnitedStates.
