It is
a dashing, slashing, crashing pursuit,
and in about half a minute tho killics
uro all gone.
Tho pickerel.how different! How

silent, und yet how sudden I Tho killie
dropped iu above darts downward
through the water. Not pursued, it
slow down aud halts in tho middlo of
tho tank to roHt and to recover its equa¬
nimity nftpr its recent disturbing expe¬
rience of being removed from its homo
in tho live food tank, curried about in
a galvanized iron tray, and finally
dropped into another tank us food for
other fishes.
At a littlo distaucn is observed tho

pickerel. It hus como up silently, liko a
long, slender, littlo Bteamer moving
dead slow. It comes to a halt so smooth¬
ly and quietly that tho instant of its
halt is not noticed. It is simply seen to
be lying there, motionless, about six
inches from tho kiliio.

All is peace aud quiet iu tho tank,
aud tho killie still balances itself in tho
water and rests. Suddenly, with no ap¬
parent exertion of power, tho pickerel
darts forward. Tho movement is so sud¬
den that it is not realized that thu pick¬
erel has moved until it is seen in its
new position. Tho kiliio is gone. It is
now in tho pickerel's interior, and prob¬
ably with only a very hazy notion, if
any at all, of how it got there.
