A Sparrow Priina Donna.
M. Mingaud, n naturalist of Nimes,

France, gives, in La Revue Scientilique,
nn interesting account of tho musical
accomplishments of u sparrow in his
collection of living birds. He captured
tho sparrow soon after it hud been
hatched and fed it by hand until it
could earn for itself. Then ho placed it
in a cage containing it chaffinch, a gold¬
finch and two canaries. After a time,
tho sparrow learned to warble like the
finches and to trill like tho canaries, the
iniitntions being so perfect as to deceive
the ear. In spring M. Mingaud is ac¬
customed to keep a box of crickets near
his birdcages. Two days after tho
crickets hud been placed near the cagocontaining tho sparrow the latter begun
to imitato their cry, intermingling it
with its songs. Even after thö crickets
had long been dead the Eparrowremem-bred.its lesson aud« continued to repenttheir cry. Nono of tho other birds at¬
tempted to imitate tho crickets. Singu¬larly enough, tho sparrow never utters
tho peculiar squalling cry of its own
Epecies, having been removed from its
nest too early, apparently, to havo
learned it.

CUNNING OF THE LEFT HAND
Somo of the Advantages That Are Pos¬

sessed by tho Ambidextrous.
Ambidextrous men and women, o?

thoso who can use either right or left
bund with equal facility, nro not ucar-
ly so frequently mot with us might at
first bo supposed.in fact, they are quite
rnre. This doublo faculty is, however,
much moro frequently met with among
butchers and suilors than in any other
walks of life. Left handed butchers uro
numerous, as a walk through any of
our largo market houses will quickly
demonstrate, but it is a very interest¬
ing study to watch ono of them who
will cut, chop, saw and handle his
meat without onco changing it from
ono side to tho other on tho block or
changing his own position.

Iu view of the many advantages do-
rived from tho ability to use both hands
equally well many peoplu have often
expressed surprise at the action of edu¬
cational authorities in insisting on tho
uso of only the right band instead of
trying to develop an equal skill in tho
other. They all stick to the right hand¬
ed idea, however, and an old resident
of Frunkford, noted for his ambidex-
trousnoss, is still mourning the loss of
a prize, at school through the uso of his
left hand in writing, although ho wus
equally skillful as a penman with his
right.
Tho benefits derived from the use of

both hands wcro excellently illustrated
in tho experience of two carpenterswho
lived in Fraukford souio yeurs ago.Their names were Cross and Walton,
and tho former was right handed, tho
latter left handed. As ono was also
very tall and the other very short, they
made a curious couple, but they alwaysworked together laying floors and put¬
ting up joiners' work in buildings.
They could take jobs of this charac¬

ter cheaper than any other, beoauso
they could work from either end toward
each other so handily. Cross would
square a floor hourd at one. end and
Walton would "scribe" and out it off
to lit at thq other end and then nail
down, working together from opposito
ends.

Loft handed machinists aro always
nt a disadvantage, as machinery is in¬
variably adapted to people who work
right handed, but tho ambidextrous
man or woman is always at home in
whatever work is undertaken.. Phila¬
delphia Record.
