No doubt he had heard that Lincoln
also wus very tall, and, enconraged by
thoe friondly face, the workman sudden-
ly waved his bare arm above his head
and oalled ont:

‘‘Hi, there, Abe Lincolul I'm taller

This loud speech silenced tho erowd
by its boldness, and a lavgh arose. But
Mr. Lincoln, leaning forward with o
zood humored smile, said quictly:

“My man, I donbt it—in fuct, I'm
sure I am the taller.

The crowd mnde way and the workman
climbed to tho platform and stood back
ta back with tho president elect. Each
put up a hand to seo whoso head over-
topped. Evidently Mr. Lincoln was the
victor, for with a smile of entisfuction
he turned and offered his haud to his
beaten rival, saying cordially:

“‘I thooght you were mistaken and I
was right, but I wished to be sure and
to have you satisfied. However, we are
friends anywany, aren't we?"

“¥Yes, Abe Lincoln—as long ns I
live !

Value of the Egg In Sickness.

The value of egg albumen ns food in
certain disvased conditions is pointed
out by Dr. C. E. Boynton. When fover
is present and appetite is nil, ho says,
when we wunt on nseptic article of
diet, the white of an cgg raw serves
both as food and medicine, Tho way to
give % is to drain off the albumen from
an cpening wbout half an iuch in dinm-
eter at the small end of the egg, the
yolk remaining inside the shell. Add a
little salt to this and direct the patient
to swallow it, Repeut every hour or
two. In typhoid fover this mode of feed-
ing materially holps ns in carrying out
an antiseptio plan of trentment. Fur-
thermore, the nlbumen to a certain ex-
tent may antidote the toxines of the
disense, Putionts may at first rebel aut
the iden of eating n *‘raw”’ egg, but the
quickness with which it goes down
without the yolk proves it to ke less
disagreeable than they supposed, and
they are very ready to take & second
dose.—Pacific Medieal Journs!.

How Boes Embalm.

Bees, says Horbis, can embalm as
suocessfully ns could the ancient Egyp-
tians, It often happens in damp wenther
that a slug or snail will enter a bee-
hive. This is, of course, to the unpro-
tected slug a case of sudden death, The
bees fall npon him and sting him to
death at once, But what to do with the
carcass becomes o vital question. If left
where it is, it will breed @ regular
pustilence. Now comes in tho clover-
ness of the insects. They set to work
aud cover it with wax, and thero you
may seo gt iying embalmed just as the
nations of old embalmed their dead,
When it is a snail that is the intruder,
ho is, of conrse, impeneotrable to their
sting, so they calmly cement his shell
with wax to the bottom of the hive—
imprisonment for life, with no hope of
pardon. ;

Molusses Is Now Made Into Rum . =nd
Irown Bugar Cun't De Bought,

"Tho old fashioned molnsses is rapid-
ly disuppearing as un article of com-
merce,"" said u prominent grocer, *‘and
in its pluce have come a number of
sirups which are more costly and by
no means ns eatisfactory, especially to
the little ones, who delight, ng we did
when wo were young, in having 'lasses
on their brend. Most of the molasses
goes into the distilleries, whero it ia
nuide into rum, for which, notwith-
standing the efforts of our temperance
workers, tho demnnd is constuntly on
the increase, especially in the New
England states and for the export trado.
The regular drinker of rom will take no
other liguor in its place if he can help
it, It seems to reach the spot more di-
rectly than nny other dram.

“Tho darker brown sugars have also
disnppeared, and they uro not likely to
return, owlog to tho methods of boiling
nud the manufucture, Granulated sugar
is of the same composition, as far as
snecharino qualities are concerned, ns
lonf, cut louf cube and crushed and
differs from them only in that its orys-
tuls do not cobiere. This is beeause it is
constuntly stirred during the prooess of
erystallization. The lightor brown Bug-
ars tasto swecter than the swhite, for
the renson thut there is some molnsses
in them.  Housekeepers have difliculty
theso days in finding conrse, darl sng-
urs, which are always preferred for use
in putting up sweet pickles, making
cakes and similar nses.  As they caunot
get brown sugar any more, it may be
well for them to remember that they
cin gimulate brown eugar by adding a
teaspoonful of molasses to each quarter
of o pound of the white granulated sug-
ar. This combination does as well in
all household recipes that call for
brown sugar as the articlo itself, and
besides it snves them a great deal of
hunting for brown sngar, which, as
said lbefore, has disappeared from the
market. ""—Enstport Sentinel.
