WHITE METAL CONSIDERED.
OMiclals of Bank of England Discuss the

Matter,

London, Sept. 17, — At the semi nnnual
meeting of the Bank of Enzland to day
Sir George Sandman, governcr, snid:

“Younre possibly aware of the proposils
in'd before the government in the sum-
uvier by United States and France, by
which this country might increase its use
of silver ns {ts contribution to internn-
tionnl nereement, nod while not aftecting
our gold standard might ennble the mints
of France and America to resume free
coinuge. Among tle proposals is one
nsking our vink to hold the amount of
silver permissable under the act of 184
ns ngainst its potes, !

The wovernor then read u letter dated
July, addressed to the ehandelor of the
exchenuer, Sir Michuel Hicks Beach, ns
lollows;

“Heferring to onr conversatlon we e
to say our bunk Is prepared Lo carry out
what is*permissible under the bank chine-
ter, .viz: to hold one-fitth of bullion
nginat its note issne in silver, provided
alwnys that the French mint again open
to free coinnge of silver and that the price
nt which silver Is procurable and saleable
are satisfactory."’

Revlying to these (uestions the wov-
ernor said the bank hnd no negotintion
with the United States monetary commis-
sloners, adding: ““We have bought no
silver: all we bave done is to ngree under
certain cir nmstances to carry out whas
I5 permissible under tho act of 1844,
