Leader of a Band of Southwest¬
ern Desperadoes.

CAN RIDE, SHOOT AND STEAL.

Served tier Apprenticeship With tho Dal-
ton Obuc-Ilerolue of the Keoont Bank
Rohbcry at I'inevllle, Mu..Captured
After a Lively Sklrinlsh.

Cora Hubbard is a bank robber. She is
a flno shot, nn expert horsewoman ond a
raider with a record. Slio is tlio newest
of now women, right up to date, fearless,
dogged nnd despornte.

At tho nge of 30 she rode with Hob Dal-
ton In somo of tho bloodiest expeditions
ever organized in the west. How many
mon sho had killed may never bo known.
In the garb of u cowboy, with her short,bhiek hair, worn pompudour, conceded

lioncnth a waving sombrero, sho assisted
three desperate men in tho robbery of tho
bnnk at Plnovillo, Mo., Tuesday, Aug.17, In broad daylight.
While thoy intimidated tho cashier and

looted tho vault, Cora stood guard outside
and held tho horsos on which thoy wero to
ninko their escape Into tho Indian Terri¬
tory.
Sho played her part well, and when tho

shooting cominoncod none was handier
with a revolver than she. Nobody knew
sho was a woman
Cora lives at Weir City, Kan., with her

parents and her brother, Hill Hubbard.
Sho is only Si5 years old, yet sho was a
member of tho notorious Halten gang, and
it was with a revolver bearing the namo
of Hob Dnlton that sho shot at her pursu¬
ers, held them at bay aud escaped, al¬
though tho horse sho was riding was killed
in tho skirmish.
A month or two before tho robbery Hill

wont to Plnevlllo and obtained employ¬ment with n farmer in that vicinity. Ho
Studied tho local conditions carefully and
then made a diagram for the use of him¬
self and his confederates. There seems to
bo no doubt that ho went thero for tho
especial purpose of planning a robbery.Ho imported tho other three bandits from
Kansas, including his sister, und their
work was well done.
Hut Hill made the fatal mistake of los¬

ing his diagram in tho midst of tho excite¬
ment, and this led to the capture of three
members of tho gang, himself included.

While tho robbery was in progress a
posse of citizens was formed, nnd they
gave chase to t he highwaymen. A runningskirmish ensued and many shots were ex¬
changed. Cora Hnbbard's hat was pierced
hy three bullets, and her horse was shot
and killed, yet she escaped unharmed.
Several oUiclals of the bank and other oltl-

zens continued the chase, nnd at Southwest
City, I. T., they overtook ond wounded
White Tonnison, ono of tho robbers, and
captured him. On tho Saturday followingtho robbery Hill Hubbard was arrested at
Weir City, Kan., and during the day his
daring sister was also taken into custody.John Sheets, the fourth robber, was cap¬
tured at Weir City.
Tho (piartct secured $580. Of this

amount $801 has been recovered. Cora
had burled 8141 In her backyard. Sho hud
also burled bor hat und tho suit of clothes
sho wore at IMnevlllo and tho Dalton re¬
volver with which she shot at her pursu¬
ers.
Tho revolver is ft 45 caliber Colt's, sin-

glo action, six shooter, with "Hob Dnl¬
ton" cut on the wood handle and nine
nicks fllod on tho niokcl plate. This is
supposed to bo the record of tho men Dnl-
tun has killed.
Cora Hubbard is 5 feet 4 inches In

height nnd rather Rtooklly built. Her hair
is coarse and blank ami her complexion
swarthy, nnd she greatly roBcmbloa an In¬
dian woman. Her features are coarse and
masculine, as aro her tastes. Oncu sho had
n husband.his namo was Parker.butshu
took the trouble to get a divorce from
him, nnd since then sho has been known
by her maiden name, which was Hubbard.
Ever since sho wasa girl sho has been of

a roving nnd reckless disposition and
would ordinarily bo (railed u "tuffnut,"
although, as far as known, she was virtu¬
ous. Hut. sho carer? no inoro for conso-
quoncos than a toad does for side pockets,
and did not hesitate to tackle tlx; toughest
proposition that presented itself. Conse¬
quently, when Hob Dnlton invited her to
become a member of Iiis gang of gay ma¬
rauders shu promptly accepted and donned
malo nttlro. In that garb sho was chased
all ovor the plains of Oklahoma and In¬
dian Territory by United States marshals,
but sho did not glvo up tho wild life of a
highwayman until tho gang was finallybroken up. Hob Dalton was killed, Chero¬
kee Hill was hanged, another of the gang
was imprisoned, and tho others wero suat-
tcrod.
Hut the girl seems to have boon fascinat¬

ed with tho danger of tho lifo sho had been
leading, and when hor procious brother
Hill suggested to her that they rob a hank
she was rlgh* with him. It didn't take
her two minutes to say yes. What did she
euro for tho danger? Sho loved the excite¬
ment. Since tho Dnlton crowd had boon
scattered sho had pined for a tasto of thu
old life. Her nerves were getting rusty,
they hod been lnactlvo so long. Sho wonted
something to make them tinglo and thrill,
to warm her stagnated blood nnd make
her pulse beat with tho inorry leap that it
know of old. What better than a hank
robbery? Surely thero could bo nothing
moro to her liking.
Sho found the excitement, and sho on-

joyed it. Sho tried to escape, but failed,
though sho gave her pursuers a beautiful
run for their money.tho money she hud
stolen. She took her arrost philosophical¬
ly and Is prepared to go to tho pool ton-
tlary if necossnry.

THANKSGIVING AS AN ART.
An ArcouipllRhment In Which Our Moth-

em Exoelleü the Olrla of Today.In mi article omltled "An Old TiraoAccomplishment," In Tho Woman's HomoCoiiiptui ion, Edword L. Pell wiyg: "Thogirl who bus cultivated tho spirit of thank¬fulness docs not gush over at tho gift of adaisy ond snap an indifferent 'Thanks!' atthe man who has lost n day from the ofDcoto gratify her llttlo whim. Of couraothose mothers of ours hud their whims und
exorcised tho priceless privileges ofthoughtlessness and snapping now andthen as girls, and other than «Irls, huvoalways done, but I think It cannot bo do¬llied that tho girl of a generation ago had
n conscience on the subject of debts of jirat-ttudo such as few have had slnco her day."I have said that I am afraid that with
many of us today it is a lost art. I am
sure that It is not given that prominencewhich it once had, and that it is not culti¬
vated with thp enthusiasm with whloh it
onco was. Girls arc taught what otlquotto
says about it, but etiquette deals only fromtho Hps outward, and tho result Is that
even our languago tolls tho story of thodo-
cadeuco of thanksgiving. A traveler from
Murs might hear our 'Thanks!' a million
times and never suspect that it was meant
as an acknowledgment of a favor. I am
suro that up to, say, n dozen years ago, in
those parts of our country whero gallnntryhas held out longest, one could not givo
up a sent in n cur without being suro of a
full return in an noknowlodginout that
meant to acknowledge something, und
that today tho nvorago man is utterly up-
sot and undone whon ills ears catch tho old
sweot sound.

Of courso this does not justify or ac¬
count for tho current lack of gallantry
among men, but I am not engaged in the
hopeless task of restoring men to tho old
paths, but In tho hopeful one of pointing
out ii neglected talent which tho most
charming of girls may cultivate with good
results. I am not grumbling. 1 do not
mean to say that the «Irl of tho period is
one whit behind the t;lrl of the past. I do
not believe in the decadence of women. I
believe that tho girl of today is equal to
tho girl her mother used to he, but I do
not believe that it is enough to say of our
girls that they uro equal to tho girls of the
past any more than It is enough .to say of
n flower that has had tho best attention of
tho best florists for a generation that it Is
11s beautiful today as it was 3u years ago.
If wo have done wisely, the girl of todayought to have not only something which
her mother lacked, but she ought to have
nil her mother's graces 11s well. Hut it Is
n serious question whether, In pressing her
development, wo have not cultivated some
qualities at thu expense of others, just as
in pressing the development of u certain
flower wo have increased its si/.o and beau¬
ty ut thu expense of its fragrance."

OLD TIME BURIALS.

When Now Kniriitiiu Hum Wan Kvpr Frctt-
out at Nf« Knclnnd Funerals.

Americans awakened inoro quickly than
the English people to tho follies of 11 bur¬
densome and expensive funeral, and in
17"1 Judge Sowall noted the llrst public
funeral "without scarfs" in Boston. In
1711 tho provincial court of Massachusetts
enacted that "no scarves or gloves, exceptsix pair to t ho bearers and ono pair to each
minister of tho church or congrogatlon
where any deceased porson belongs, no
wine, rum or rings be allowed to bo given
at any funeral upon tho ponalty of £50."
Tho law must huvo been a dead lottor, hut-
it certainly had its inlluonco In curtailing
expenses, as various newspaper notices
show. Still, this century 11 New Englandfuneral was n pompous affair, and it must
bo confessed far from being in all respects
a gloomy affair. Hawthorne says:
"Look back through all the social cus¬

toms of New England in tho first centuryof her existence and road all her traits of
character and llnd one occasion other than
a funeral feast where jollity was sanc¬
tioned by universal practice."
New England rum was uver present at a

New England funeral tosolaeoand tochoer
bereaved mourners. All drank bofore tho
procession to tho grave, and many drank
lifter. Nearly nil the itemized funeral hills
I linvo seen until this century were largoin items of ruin, whisky, lemons, loaf sug¬
ar and spices. Spiced cider was a favor¬
ite drink at a funeral. Whon 11 beloved
minister chanced to die, his church or
more often tho town outdid itself in liber¬
al liquid provision for the funoral. Nor
were town paupers forgot in death. A
barrel of cider or two or three gallons of
rum wore supplied by tho town as tho final
item of expense for tho "town poor."
Judge Sewn 11 spoke of a visit to his fam¬

ily tomb as an "awful yet pleasing treat."
Not less plainly do the entries in bis diaryshow that ovory funeral he nttcndod was
to him a treat.a great social excitement.
Ho served readily and olllcially as pall¬bearer at HO funerals and In ovory oa'so but
one received scarf, ring and gloves, lie
could not attend one funeral lest be should
bear tho burial service of tho Episcopalchurch, which, he said, was "a lying,
very bad office; makes no difference be¬
tween tho precious or tho vile.".ChicagoRecord.

liraiu Food,
It is important to noto that cerebral

nervo cells demand particular materials
for their propor nutrition. Food which
will innko bone will not bo best suited to
the nourishment uf mi active brain and
vice versa. So fat producing food.., while
of course of value in one's diet, yot do not
furnish in large measure nutrients for tho
repletion of nervo cells. Professor Ladd
says that the chemistry of tho nerve cells
is in the main protoplasmic and therefore
rich in albuminous bodies. And, again,
"Of tho solids composing the nervous sub¬
stance more than one-halt in thu gray and
one-fourth iu tho white consist of protold
or albuminous bodies." Tho foods that
arc best calculated to nourish tho brain,
then, nro'thoso containing 11 large amount
of protein or albumen, rather than fats,
carbohydrates or minerals, the three other
important, constituents of foods. But In
many homes, as well In those of tho rich
as of tho poor, tho children's dietaries eon-
tain comparatively llttlo albuminous food.

THE ROTHSCHILDS.
THE FINANCIAL REPRESENTATIVES

OF NATIONS AND MONARCHS.

How tho Foundation of tho Most Influen¬
tial Uanklug House In tho World Was
I*ld.Tho JudengaMe at Frankfort and
tho Position of tho Jevrs.
The city of Frankfort owes Its Impor¬tance to tho .lows ami chiefly to tho Roths¬

child family. It Is one of tho finest olttos
lu Europe nnd is tho richest olty in tho
world for its population, although of lato
Herlin has taken considerable business
nwny and has beromo tho oentor of inter¬
national banking relations. Thero oro
still 171 banks in Frankfort to n popula¬tion of 3:18,000, which Is ono bank to overy1,800 persons. Soino of the banks havo a
capital of 75,000,000 or 80.000,000 marks.
Several have over 50,000,000 marks. Bi-
stltutlons liko tho Rothschilds' buvoa cap¬ital that is practically unlimited. No ono
knows tho amount.
Tho Jews have obtained all this wealth

nnd prominenco in spito of ostraoism, per¬secution and restrictions of many kinds.
Whon Anselm Rothschild was born in
Frankfort, what was known as tho Judon-
gasso was separated from tho rest of tho
city by high walls and heavy gates, which
wore shut at nightfall and kept closed un¬
til sunrise. On Sundays they wero never
opened. Goethe, who was a lintlve of
Frankfort, gives a graphic description of
tho Judongasso, with Its filth and squalornnd stenches, to which tho nerves of its
inhabitants had been deadened by long fa¬
miliarity with tho noisome atmosphere.Tho walls of the Judengasse wero de¬
stroyed by Kleber's army in ITitti. In 187-
tho whole district was condemned as a
nuisance by tho sanitary authorities and
cleared out, except a single row of old
fashioned houses which dato from tho llf-
toontll century and were tho homes of tho
ancestors of rich and influential citizens.
The ancestors of the Frankfort Jews

«iiiio from l'alestino, Turkey and Spain to
escape persecution in tho thirteenth, four¬
teenth and fifteenth centuries and bocumo
tho serfs of tho emperor of Germany, who
accorded them protection in exchange for
a fixed tribute which went into his private
purse. In 1340 Charles IV, being pressedfor funds, mortgaged his .lows to tho
municipality of Frankfort for £80,000.
The sum was never repaid, and thus tho
inhabitants of tho Judongasso passed un¬
der tho control of tho city council, which
selected a swampy and unhonlthful spot
on the margin of tho town whore they
were obliged to reside and exacted from
them a certain portion of their earnings
or sold their labor at so much u month.
Tho Jews who controlled their own time
and talent paid dearly for that privilege,but wero shrewd enough to mako a profit
nnd advnnoo themselves, slowly but surely.
They wero not allowed to use tho side¬
walk, but wero compelled to travel with
cattle and carts In tho middle of tho street.
Thoy wero compelled to wear a distinctive
dress. Every male Jew had a patch of
yellow cloth upon ids breast and every
woman wore bluo and whito stripes. They
wero allowed only ono name.
Tho man who lived In OS Judongasso,which was known as "the house of tho

red shield" because of a sign over its
door, was callod Anselm.
The original Anselm was a denier In old

coins and curiosities. Ho married and had
a boy who was called Mayer Anselm in
order to distinguish him from his father.
Ho was sent to a rabbi rolatlvo to bo edu¬
cated, and afterward got a place in the
bank, whero ho developed romnrkablo
businoss talont. When his father died, ho
came homo, took his houso, his trade pros¬
pered, ho became influential among his
race, gained tho respoot of Christians as
well as Jews, and was callod Anselm of
tho Rod Shield, or Von Rothschild.
But his faino was only local until ho

made tho acquaintance of Bnron von
Estroff, then lundgruvo of Hesse, who
was a coin collcotor, and sent for Anselm
ono day to mako roiuo purchases. When
the latter arrived, the baron was engagedin a game of chess and could nob bo dis¬
turbed. The Jew stood and watched tho
play. Tho baron was checked, it seemed,
hopelessly, and turning to tho Jew ho said:
"Do you play chess;'"
"Sometimes," was tho answor.
"What would you do if you were in myfix?"
Tho Jew modestly pointed out a move

which the baron accepted and followed ids
advice through the rest of a game that
was soon won. After that Ansolm spent
a good deal of time playing ohess with the
landgrave, who prided himself on his abil¬
ity to boat every one of his subjects. Tho
baron nnd tho coin merchant thus became
great friends, and (.hero wns oonsideralilo
businoss botweon them in tho way of loans
and discounts. It was Baron von Estroff
who sont 10,800 Hessian soldiers to Amor-
lea during tho war of tho Revolution, to
light on tho British side, and received a
largo sum of money for thoir services.
When Napoleon came along a few yearsaftur, tho baron had saved of it about
4,000,000 thnlors in coin, which ho took to
Anselm and asked him to conceal for him
so that it might escape tho French army. *

Anselm accepted the t rust wit bout respon¬
sibility, and, as the story goes, dropped the
bags of coin to the bottom of his well.
The French soldiers took away everything
valuable that belonged to him, but tho
landgrave's money was overlooked.
Ah soon as tho army had passed on and

ho could do so without boilig suspected
Anselm loaded tho treasure on tho back of
a donkey and starteil for England, whero
ho intrusted It to his son, Nathan, a young
mau who had gone to London a few years
beforo and was doing a modest business in
shaving notes and in the commission way.There tho fat her and son quietly bought, a
little at a time, large blocks of English,
Austrian and Gorman securities, which
wero depressed by tho war. Ansolm went
back to Frankfurt and there speculated
with sumo of tho money. It was nine
years beforo tho landgrave returned. In
tho meantime his money had quadrupled,
und Anselm Rothschild returned it to
him, with interest at ft per cent, which of It¬
self amounted to£150,000, a small fortune.
At first tho landgrave declined to take tho
Interest, but Anselm of tho red shield In¬
sisted that ho was entitled to it. It was a

very profitable investment, for tho land¬
grave told tho Rtory all over Europe and
inado his agent famous, so that every king
nnd duke nnd little potentate who wanted
money sought It of the honest Ansolm,
who became known as "the court Jew."

While tho Dnkc of Wellington was In
Spain tho Rriti«h govornmont found It
impossible to convey funds to him. An-
sehn undertook tho duty and succeeded In
soino secret, way In transporting a large
amount of coin from London to thodnke's
treasuro chest in the southern part of tho
peninsula and made an enormous profit.
Thus was laid the foundation of tho

most Influential banking bouse of »ho
world..Frankfort-on-tho-Maln Cor. Chi¬
cago Record.

ROYALIST DEMONSTRATIONS.
Count do Clmmbord Never Permitted
Him»eir to Ue Called a Kluglr Title.
Duron Pierre do Cotibortln, a loadingFrench statesman, has written an nrtlolo

entitled "Royalists and Republicans,"giving his impressions of political sooiotyin Paris, and this appears in Tho Century.M. do Couhertln says:Tho muster of Frohsdorf, slnco he could
not ho king of France, was content to be
Count de Chamhord. Ho judged tho tltlo
to bo worthy of him. Tho mngnlflcontchateau of Chaml>ord had been offered to
him by national subscription tho year of
his birth, and he could not have homo n
Daine inoro truly Fronoh. In speaking to
him one addressed him simply as mon-
seignour. He did not liko to ho designated
as Henry V, albeit ho hud been proclaimed
king in 1830, and several acts had oven
been executed under his authority. He
novor permitted in speaking or writing tho
words "sire" or "your majesty." In nil
sucli matters ho showed tact as well as
wisdom, but his followers would havo pre¬ferred n holder and less scrupulous ohief.
They sought perpetually to push him be¬
yond legal limits.
For a long tlmo thoy talked muoh of a

coup d'etat, of an nppcal to tho nriny, of a
sudden appearance In Purls. Later, when
tho pretender's ago had rendered all such
designs more than over unrealizable, tho
royalists took refugo in exuberant and
sterile manifestations. They congregated
on fixed dates.on July 15, tho prince's
fote day, and on Sopt. his birthday.Royalty was proclaimed on all these occa¬
sions, not only as a right, hut as a fact.
Declarations wero made that it was close
at band. Tho opportunity was improved
to draw up violent Indictments against tho
republic. To monarchy was attributed the
power of healing all social Ills, even as a
mere touch of tho king's hand bad once,
in tho popular suporstition, had tho power
to euro all persons alllicted with tho
"king's evil."
The functions of July 16 wero more par¬

ticularly of a religious nature. On Sept.SO thoro wore banquets, to which a dem¬
ocratic character was given. They took
place at Paris in some cheap restaurant In
tho workingmcn'8 quarter. Iu tho prov¬
inces tho fete was celebrated In some gran¬
ary, festooned with greens and with white
sheets covered with the ilower da luce cut
out of gold paper. The notabilities of tho
royalist party were present and presided
with a sort of smillli'j condescension.

Bird Artists.
That there is a consciousness of beauty

on the part of birds is plainly shown bytho manner in which many of thorn deoo-
rnto their nests and surroundings, and in
some instances themselves, notos a writer
in Ijipplucott's Magazine. Perhaps it maynot bo too much to claim that nil birds are
moved by an nrtistlo sentiment, and that,while most of them are artistic In effeot,
many uro artistic in both Intention and
effect. The appreciation of what is beau¬
tiful is a distinctly marked characteristic
of most mom hers of the feathered family,and it is only natural that the desire and
ability to create beauty aro found in vari¬
ous degrees of dcvolopinont among them.
It is only n step from desire of beauty to
an effort to produce It, but tho effort and
accomplishment occasionally bring about
strange results In birds na well as in man.
Striking examples of this bizarre form

of decoration nro found in the motmot,
which disfigures its long tail feathers in
an effort at improvement, and in tho
hammerhead nnd gardener bird, which de¬
light in surrounding their homes with nil
sorts of bright colorud shells, pebbles and
feathers.
Sometimes tho exhibition of nrtlstio feel¬

ing is carried so far os to confound beliof.
Wore it not for tho corroborative testimonyof scientific travelers, wo might well doubt
tho tales thatconioto us of the baya of
farther India, of the gardener bird, tho
collar bird and tho half dnzon other birds
whoso strangely developed decorative in¬
stincts command our admiration and won¬
der.
