A good deal of 1 \e work or. the farm
contiiiuea to be performed as it was in
the time of our ancestors, witli verylittle thought given to the details ol
the various departments. Custom has
taught that an animal must be fed in
order to sustain life, "out bow many of
us know anything at all about the
physiological action of food or the se¬
lective power of the different tissues
or organs for the portion of the nu¬
tritive elements best suited to their
health and development? Wo plowand cultivate, but bow many of us that
have an intelligent idea of why wo dc
so? The draught of the plow.that is.
the amount of draught that is vised foi
the different parts of the work, is o
matter that is hardly likely to have
received much attention at the bands
of those who are not giften with an in¬
quiring turn of mind. And yet these
are the points with which the agricul¬
turist should be more or less familiar
This latter subject has engaged the at¬
tention of the New York ExperimentStation, and it has been found that &l
per cent, of the total draught is user,
for cutting the furrow; 33 per cent, ir
overcoming the friction of the sole ant
landslide, and but 12 per cent, in turn¬
ing the furrov . In 18G7, says tht
Farmers' Review,» Hon. J. Stnntoi
Gould found that 55 per cent, was ox
ponded in cut'.ing the furrow. 35 pei
cent, in overcoming the friction, ant
30 per cent, '.n turning the furrow
Pulverizing if. done altogether by tin
