JOHNSON'S BOSWELL.

The Alleged Orlginal  Source of Our
Knowledgo of English Literature.

To some of us—I suspect, indeed, to
B good many—Hoswell represents the
original source not only of knowledgo
nbout Johnson, but of our knowledge of
Euglish liternture in general. Ho was
our introducer to the grent anonymous

-club formed by English men of letters
from the days when Shakespearo met |

Ben Jouson to the days when Carlyle
discoursed to Fronde. We beeame mem-
bers of the craft in spirit under Bos-
well’s guidance, whether wo have or
have not become nctually identified
with it in the flesh. It therefore be-
comes next to impossible to abstract
from Boswell—all our later knowledgo
has been more or less ingrafted upon
bim, however far wo may have sraveled
from the source. Boswell gave the nu-
cleus, and moro or less conscionsly we
bave used his world as a standard iney-
itably taken into account in all later

Judgments. To suppose Boswell nonox-

isteut is for such readers to BUppose a
kind of orgnnic change in our whole eos-
timate of literary charactoristios,

When reading, especially nbout somoe
of the other fumons talkers, Coleridge's
monologues or Sydney Smith’s explo-
sious of fun, 1 find mysclf thinking how
they would have sounded at the Miter
or the Turk's Heud. Thanks to Boswell,
I take the Jobnsonian artiele to bo
fixed datum like tho officinl vard at the
Tower, and to bo asked to put that out
of my head is to be invited to deprive
mysell of my only measuring rod.
exceadingly diflicult, at any vate, to pus
oneselt outside of Boswell and to con-
slrue a portrait of Johnson simply out
of such other materials us aro hero put
together,

I have read Hawkins and Mrs. Piozzi
and the rest, but always with the help
of thoe preconceived notions.  Where
they counld be fitted into Boswell 1 have
accepted them ns corroborations, but
when they ditfered I have probably re-
jected tho uncongeninl elements wirh
perhaps n careless assumption that they
must be inaceurate, and yet it secms
only justico to these respectable persons
to consiler whether we onght not to re-
open the point. If Mme. D'Arblay saw
something of Johnson which was nog
revealed to Boswell, may we not discov-
er similar supplementary hints in the
other attempts at portraiture’—Leslie
Stephen in National Reviow,

Dinmonds,

Professor Crookes, in his rocent re-
markable lecture on dinmonds, men-
tioned soime interosting fucts concerning
that always popular subject. When in
examining dinmonds ' under  polarized
light the black cross of tho polarizer ro-
volyes around a particular spot in the in-
sida of the erystal and the point is exam-
ined with ahigh power, a slight flasw and
more varely nominute cavity are sone-
times seen. This eavity is filled with gns
at an enormouns pressure, and the strain
which is st upin the stone by the ef-
fort of the gas to esenpe is not infro-
quently removed only by thoe explogion
of tho gem. It is not at all nneommon
for a dinmond to explode soon affer it
reaches the snrfuce, and some have been
known to burst in the pockets of tho
miners or when bheld in the warm hand.
Largo erystals ara more liablo to burst
than smaller picecs.  Valuable stones
have been destroyed in this way, and i
is whispered that canning dealors havo
often done a handsome stroke of busi-
ness hy allowing responsible clionts to
handle or carry in their warm  pockets
large erystals frosh from the mine, By
wity of safegunrd ngainst explosion somo
dealers embed largo dimnonds in raw
potatoes to insure safo transit on the
oeean voyage

Professor Crookes showed that a din-
wond could actnally be too hard, Trom
a rvich yield of beautifully whito dia-
monds in Now South Wales groat things
wera expeeted. When a parcel of many
hundred carats eame to England, it was
found they were so hard as to e prac-
tically unworkuble as gems, uand thoy
wera ultimately sold for rock boring
purposes. The intenso hardness of tho
diamond was illustrated by an oxperi-
ment.  The dinmond was placed on tho
flattened apex of a conieal block of stes),
and on it wus brought down o sccond
cone of steel. As these cones were foreed
togother by hydraulic power tho image
of the dinmond and the steel faces of
tho cones were projected on the sereen
with an electric luntern. The stone was
seen to be squeczed right into the steel
blocks withont being injured in the
slightest degree.

Limbless Cotton,

An interesting sight at Opelika, Ala.,
1s u patch of *“*limbless' cotton. The
plants are from five to seven feet high
and have no limbs or branchoes at all,
The bolls form on littlo twigs two and
three inches long, and when in bloom
the stalk presents the appenrance of
white colmnn. A crop of about four
bales to thoe acre is what is expected un-
der fair conditions, This Alabama patch
is the property of the Rev. L N. Fita-
patrick, a presiding elder of the negro
Methodist chinrch, and such is his care
of his unique erop and his confidenco in
his neighbors that he watches itatnight
with a dog and gon.—Exchange.
