Gotham the Future City of Bridges.
Rapid Transit by Eleotricity.
Oolumbia's Latest Move.

If the plans of severalof the men who
were largely instrumental in making
the Greater New York nn aceomyplished
fact should be carried out, tho nation’s
metropolis will within a few years come
to be known as the **CQity of Bridges. "

Besides the big bridge thore
is another which is to connect thoe cast-
ern districe of Brooklyn, better kpnown
us Willinmsburg, with the ¢central bor-
ough.

Then there is the New Jersey bridge
and the owvo still on paper which is to
streteh neross thoe river to Long TIsland
City. Besides, there isnlso a plan on
foot to build a bridgo between Noew
York and Brooklyn for the exclusive use
of trains, wagonsand bieveles, and thero
are others, or, rather, there will be oth-
ers if tho plans should not miscarry.
The argument usged is that no matter
Lhow much legislation you may have on
the subject | xere never will be a greater
city which will be generally regarded
as one municipality until every section
is conuected with every other by Lridges
which, it is further urged, chall boe free
to vebicles as well as foot passengors.

Rapid Transit 8till Far Away.

Now Yorkers arve a peeuliar lot.  We
are econstantly complaining of the funer-
al pace at which the Broadway cable
ears aro run and ab the smne time also
kickk becauso these same cars will nat
slow down or, if necessury, come to o
full stop whenever one of us happens to
heave in sight.  As there are nsually a
large number of *‘us' on Broadway, it
will be readily understood that if this
latter plan were followed the cable cars
would, figuratively speaking, be lving
at anchor during the greater portion of
the day. The remedy at first blush
would appear to be to ride on the ele-
vated trains, but the remedy is £0 much
worse than tho disease that most por-
sons prefer the lnfr.

Rupid transit 18 as fur away now as
it wuas ten years ago, and no one be-
lieves that we shall bave it within the
next double deeade except o few news-
paper editors who have so long assertod
that it was close at haud that they have
at last begun to believe that they are in
carnest when they babblo sweetly about
the approaching teansit wmillenninm.
Still it is likely that the facilities for
goetting about this clongated eity will
bo misecrially improved shortly.
