The war has caused a suspension of
mining operations in South Africa, but
the temporary loss of trade Is wore Im-
aginary thon real. The exceptional
demand for iron and steel products in
the United States and Great Britain
and Germany keeps the foundries of
the world Lusy, and If there were now
any demand in South Afriea it could
not be supplied. 1t is wot unlikely that
4he mining section of this continent
will agzaln want iron and steel when
the rest of the world Is once more con-
fronted by an overproduction.” Many
Awmericans have already made fortunes
in mechanical supplies, and wealth
awalts many more, provided they keep
out of speculation 1n mining schemes.

Up to the time of the declaration of
war 00 per cent of the mining machin-
ery at the gold and diamond mines was
of Awmerican manufacmure. An even
greater percentage of agricultural m-
plements came from Ameriea. Vehi-
cles of all kinds were American, and
not so long sgo the mule propelled cars
along Dutoitspan road, Kiberley,
bore the Inscription, “Broadway, From
Battery to Mentral Park”—relics of the
days of horse cars on Broadway.

American liquors, such as beer and
whisky, American clothing, Americen
wagons and Awmerican hardware have
