Nicaragun Route WIill Undoubtedly
Be Chosen—Report of the Walker
Commission—Some Characteristics
of Country Along the Line,

Wasnixarox, Feb. 6.—That the Unit-
ed States government will build the
Nicaragua canal Is conceded by every-
body In Washington excepting those
interested in or directly connected with
transcontinental rallways, and it is
probable that a majority of these are
willing to concede it. but they are not
reconciled to the fact. The report of
the Walker commission has satisfied
members of congress and the adiinis-
tration that the project is a fairly pra-

ticable one, and there Isn't any doubt
that the bill providing for coustruction
of the cana! will be passed by both
branches of congress with practical
unauniity and promptly receive the
signature of rthe president. The amend-
ment made to the Hepburu biil the oth-
er day, providing that £10,000.000 only
of the $110.000.000 which will be tinal-
ly needed should be at once appropri-
ated, removes about the last objection
in the house.

While 1t is true that another com-
mission has gone to investigate the
werlts of the 'anama route, it is gen-
erally believed that this is only a per-
functory ‘performance, as the members
of congress appear to be already con-
vinced of the superiority of the Niea-
ragua route and have practically de-
cided In Its favor.

It is interesting at this time to re-
view the history of the Nicaragua ca-
nal project. Briefly set out, it follows:
1806 Alexander von Humboldt, the famous soi-

entist, declared the canal to be feasilide,
1825 Congress of the United States of Central
America decreed the digging of the canal.
1828 lHenry Clay, secretary of state, ordercd the
roule examined.

It is not likely that this
S0 years' standing will cause us any
preat trouble, for under the intluenee
of the present pleasant relations ex
Isting between this country aml Great
Britain it will not be ditticult to secure
such meditications as are gecessary
and desirable.  That this s the way
the matter Is looked at by oar govern-
ment by the fact that ne
overtures the attidude of
foreign govertments have as yet been
warde by the admipistration. It ds
probable that the first wmove in this di-
rection will be made to Costa Riea
aud Nicaragua and not to a European

power.
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: So much relatisg to the route of the
' proposed capal has Leen printed as to

leave nothing left to be sabd - that IS,
: nothing that is new. But a condensed
description may be of luterest at this
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time. The distance along the line of
the, cansl route proposed by the com-
missicn frow the seven fathom curve
of the Pacific ocean to the seven fath-
om curve of the Caribbean sea is 189.90
miles. The region within which the
canal can be constructed is comprised
within comparatively narrow limits.
By the term “Nicaragua route” is un-
derstood a canal which uses Lake Ni-
caragua as a part of its system. For
convenience this may be divided as
follows: Flirst, the division between
the Pacific and the lake. called the
western division; second, the lake It-
self; third, the division between the
lake and the Caribbean sea, called the
eastern division. At the easterly ter-
minus of the canal there Is no harbor.
A harbor will have to be constructed
at Greytown, where about S0 years ago
there was a good harbor, which bas
been destroyed by sand deposited by
the San Juan river. By the term har-
bor it is not intended to convey the
idea ol a large harbor to be construct-
ed for counuercial purposes. It Is not
expected that vessois will lie in such a
barbor for any tiwe, but will move
through in oune dircction or the other.
Various surveys of the Larbor bave
been made with a view to Jdeterwining
the amount of waterial to be coutrol-
led. TuLls asonnt Is esthazted to vary
from SUGCO0 Lo TI0.000 cuble yards ap-
nually and is chieily of sand. The en-
trance to the harbor will be formed by
two parallel jetties about GO0 fect
apart, the easterly oune about 2,670 feet
in length and the westerly one about
2,000 feet. As the sea strikes the shore
line with considerable violence at times,
these jetties will be constructed chielly
of heavy stones not casily moved by
the force of the waves. Local stone
will be used.

A harbor will have to also be cou-
structed at the westerly eud. This will
be located at Brito. This, ke the bhar-
bor at Greytown, will not need to be
large. The conditions on this coast are
not so forbidding as they are on the
sastern. The sand wmovewent is slight,
and the winds are mostly offshore.
The shore is bold, and deep soundings
are found at no great di - inee from it

On the route selected by the commis
slon provision is made for the con-
struction of six locks of IS Lt feast
each on the eastern division and four
locks of 20 feet 1ift each on the western
division. The toial lift of the locks on
the eastern divicsion Is 11046 feet,
while on the western the total is 114
feet, a difference of 551 feet belng due
to the rise of tide in the two oceans,
This route starting from the harbor at
Greytown the coastal plain,
passes to the nocth of Lake Silico and
up the left bank of the San Juan to the
dam of the Boea San Carlos, thence
Yollows the improved river chanuel
crosses the lake and traverses the val-
ley of the Lagos and Rio Grande to
Brito, on the Pacitie.

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lake at an altitude of 105 feet above
contiguous sea level is, In fact, only
made possible by the encircling wall
of rock which holds the vast body of
water as If it were In a gigantie cup.
Myriads of small, rocky Islets, ver-
dure thatched and attractive In ap-
pearance, greet the eye on every hand
as the steamboat forges its way
through the pale green waters toward
the open expanse In the center of the
lake.

There is much that is grand and in-
spiring In the scenery also along the
San Juan river, and there are many
Interesting evidences of the manner of
life and habits of the people. Anti-
quarians have found this a frultful
field In past times, and many stone
idols and relics of the Toltee age have
had their passage paid to Ameriean
and Eurcopean museums. Morro castle,
situated on a high promontory over-
looking the San Juan river, is an inter-
esting point with a more recent histo-
ry. It was erected by the Spaniards
in 1638 and is still in a good state of
preservation. The antiquarians have
not, so far, been able to carry it away,
and from its proud position it will look
down upon the starry banner floating
over the first ship that passes through
the great Nicaragua canal
