Bell’s Point Against Gage.

Representative Bell, of Colorado,
made a telling point against Mr.
Gage, secretary of the treasury, last
week, which is quite likely to at-
tract a great deal of attention. He
made the inquiry why it was that
the money belonging to this gov-
ernment was put on deposit in
national banks, where it is loaned
out at the ruling rates of interest,
without the payment by the banks
to the government of any interest
on such deposits?

Mr. Bell showed two things:
First, that in about every state in
the Union the money of the state
is deposited in banks within the
state, and the state receives inter-
est at the rate of about 2 per cent,,
and, second, that at that rate of in-
terest the government would re-
ceive as much as $3.500000 an-
nually if it got the same rate of in-
terest on its deposits.

While it is true that it has never
been a custom to exact interest on
government deposits, there is no
good reason why the government
should not receive interest on the
money it deposits with banks, and
the present time is not too late to

inaugurate it, and it Mr. McKin-
ley was not pandering to the

money powers he would even now
instruct the secretary of the treas-
ury to charge interest on govern-
ment deposits, but he dare not do
so for fear of antagonizing them
and incurring their opposition to

his re-election. It will be remem-
bered that when Mr. .\l('l\'inlt'_\‘
was a member of the house he

scored Mr, Cleveland’s administra-
tion for letting the banks have the
use of goyernment money without
paying interest, but now, it seems,
his views in this respect have
underwent a mighty change. It
so, what are his reasons for chang-
ing?

When congress under-
took to get the prices for armor
plate reduced the manufacturers of
steel goods pretended that they
were taking contracts for that class
of goods at prices which left them
little or no profit.

There is no good reason why the
duty on steel products should not
be almost wholly removed. It is
apparent that the protective tariff
is not necessary to secure the wages
to American workmen when own-
ers of the great iron and steel com-
panies are not satisfied with a le-
gitimate profit, but wantan annual
profit of from 80 to 160 per cent.

Thus, while the Republican par-
ty does not dare to take steps to
cut down the tariff on steel pro-
duects, there 1s just ground for the
belief that it is looking to these
same great steel companies and
other industrial tompanies for
campaign funds and subscriptions
to retain it in power.
