HOW THE BIG MINING COMPANIES
HAVE HELPED THE BOERS.

Lord Roberts and His Many Narrow
Escapes — Futility of 0ld Time
Methods of Attacking Intrenche
menis,

Care Towx, Feb. 15.—While the cen-
sor bolds back lmportant news of bat-
tles, the writers of descriptive articles
and the artists who make pictures are
not interfered with, and the war does
pot lack graphic portrayal. A mechan-
ism called the blograph has been tak-
ing moving pictures of some of the
flercest fights, and perhaps the world
will thereby get a better idea of what
war really Is than it has been able to
obtain from reproductions of the great
battles of the past.

Every new development goes to show
the utter Ignorance of the British and
most of the rest of the world regarding
the true condition of affairs when the
war began. A gentleman who recently
returned from Pretoria describes the

dogged persistence with which the
Boers started for the front. It was
marvelous,” says he, “how smoothly

matters were carried out. There was
no excitement, no singing of the *Volks-
lied” in the streets. no flag wagging.
All the men who turned out were stern

and determined, and many were the
touching incidents 1 witnessed. | saw
old Commandant Kock and Judge

Kock entraining. Old Mrs. Kock, a
motherly old lady, saw them off, Mere
boys pleaded to be allowed to go with
their brothers, If ouly to hold their
horses or wash dishes. What struck
me most was the absence of fuss and
excitement.”

The same authority declares that the
mining companies have been helping
the Boer government, bhut whether they
have done so willingly or otherwise he
fails to make clear. “Before the war
broke out,” “the cap-
ftalists somehow got the idea that they
waottld he allowed to carry on opera
tions during hostilities.  Aecting on this
presumiption, they imported long before
the declaration of war tous and tons of
foodstuills These are, of course, uall
avallabue at present, but Lieen
touched, thiey aire reservedd for fu
ture use, I this matter the
ment has acted very wisely in regulat
ing the price of food, wmeat and dour
being only allowed to be sold at a eet
tain price There Is no fear that
republies will be starved out for
tite to come.”

It Is evident, however, that modern
Implements of warfare have greatly
diminished the chance of escape under
such circumstances. Indeed the daring
frontal attacks which have been fea-
tures of historic battles are things of
the past. To successfully capture
trenches in the old way now takes an
attacking force ten times as great as
the defenders, and such a waste of life
would ruin the reputation of any com-
mander. Flank movements and star-
vation are the only methods of captur-
Ing positions fortified and provided
with modern guns.
