HOW JAMES B. DILL AVERTED A DIS-
ASTROUS STEEL WAR.

The Biggest Industrial Enterprise In
Existence — A Dally Ride With
a Charming Maild — Appreciative
Treatment of Letter Carriers.

[Speclal Correspondence.)

EAST ORANGE, N. J., April 17.—James
B. Dill is the most prominent resident
of this city. He is a corporation law-
yer and probably knows more about
this subject than any man in the Unit-
ed States. Mr. Dill has just added to
his fame by settling the troubles be-
tween Andrew Carnegie and Henry C.
Frick. Mr. Dill had no previous ac-
quaintance with any of the Carnegie !
people., He left his oflice In New York
on a certain recent afternoon and upon
reaching home found a telegram. The
message requested Mr. Dill to start at
once for Atlantie City.

The next day Mr. Dill was to attend
the annual meeting of the National |
Steel company. Nevertheless he broke |
this important engagement and at 6
o'clock in the morning left for Atlantic
City. Mr. Carnegie and some of the
belligerent partners were there. The |
party lost no time in getting down to
business. Mr. DIill's presence acted
like oil on angry waves, and soon dis-
cord and strife gave way to harmony.

The whole iron and steel trade was
apprehensive until the Carnegie differ- '
ences were compromised. Such inter- |
ests as the National Steel, Federal
Steel, American Steel and Wire and a
number of other big concerps were
fearful lest a war of prices should |
break out, for then profits would bLe !
destroyed. The most disastrous com- |
mercial war which this century has |
witnessed was imminent. ‘Bhis ealam-
ity was averted by the ki and elever-
ness of Mr. Dill.
