The naval school was suggzested to
President Madison by his secretary of
the navy., William Jones, but the idea
took no tanzible form until 1845, when
George Bancroft, secretary of the navy
under James K. PPolk. called the acade-
my into existence by a letter directed
to Comuiodore George . eed, in
wlhich he asked that a beard of three
experienced oflicers be pominated to
formulate plans for the Lotter instrue-
tion of naval oflicers. This committee
recommended that Fort Severn be con- !
verted into a naval school. The fort |
was an army post, having less than ten
acres of groowd, inclosed on one side
by a brick wall, the other side being
Hounded by the Severn river. The plot
~ontained a small fort. a windmill and
officers’ quarters and barracks. The
school was formally opcned on Oct. 10,
1845, and from that time has Leen the
place of education for the nation’s =ail-
or defenders.

Improvements were made in 1858 and |
1S66. The property has grown from
the original Fort Severn plat to a space
of OV acres within the academy grounds
and 109 acres outside the inclosure.
The buildings were all erected with the
idea that they were good enoveh for
the time and could be himproved when
the needs of the academy required bet-
ter and more extensive quarters.
