Infanticide & Common Way of Disposing
of Surplas Girl Bables,
Special correspon lence of The Florida Star.

Sax Francisco, Aug. 8.—~In no other
matter do the Chinese display so much
the difference between themselves and
Caucasians as In thelr estimation and
treatment of women. Our placing of
women on a pedestal would be incom-
prehensible to a Chinaman—that is, if
be condescended to waste thought on
foreigners. His women are to him
merely chattels to be disposed of at
will. He Is, however, quite willing to
allow them to work for him and, In
fact, expects them to do so. As they
are absolutely under the control of his
will, they do what he expects.

This and the following remarks ap-
ply chiefly to the native mass of the
population. Of course among the high-
er and wealthy classes the position of
Chinese women is much lighter. High
class women are treated as pets and
have frequently some little education.
They have, in fact, risen in the past to
great power. The greatest power in
China today is an old woman, the em-
press dowager.

From their very birth Chinese wom-
en are futed to an il destiny. While
the birth of a son is hailed in a Chinese
household with rejoicing, that of a
daunghter Is made the occasion of lam-
entations or is passed over in silence.
The most convenient way to a China-
man of getting rid of girl babies, es-
pecially if they come in too rapid suce-
cession, Is to kill them, and this he
does with great promptness either by
dropping them into a canal or river or
by exposure. In former times these
were the accepted and usual ways of
treating  girls, but the missionaries
have Ly their intervention, which the
Chinese are so vigorously resenting at
present, caused some amelioration of
such horrible practices. They are still
common, however, and the tinding of a
dead female infant causes no comment
in China. but it must not be thought
that the practice of this cerime is com-
mended by the Chinese themselves,
We must give them the eredit, faint
though it be, of considering it a serlous
evil. It ean only be abolished by rais-
ing the position of the adult Chinese
women of the mass of the population,
which seems at present a hopeless task.

The greatest article of Chinese faith
Is auncestor worship, and from this wo-
men, as an inferior class, are rigorously
excluded. The Chinaman becomes an
ancestor and a fit subject for future
veneration only with the birth of a son.
When, therefore, a daughter disap-
points him by being born, he turns his
rage against her. It is not always so,
the usual proportion of daughters al-
lowed to live being about two to five
sons. A greater proportion is consid-
ered undesirable. and infanticide Is the
resnlt.

It is lmpossible for an American to
conceive the waut of natural affection
displayed toward a Chinese danghter.
When a Chinese father is asked how
many children he has, he enumerates
his sons, his daughters being consider-
el as so muach property. They are ar-
ticles of commerce, and their value is
regulated by the law of supply and de-
mamd, and when there is a supertluity
of rirl bables their price is apt to drop
to a point low to pay for their
maintenance, This is another cause of
infanticide,

However, let us suppose that a Chi-
nese wirl has survived her unhappy
bhirth amnd lives to grow up. Nhe
known by the designation of “ya-ton,”
which means “slave girl,” which is
literally what she is and remains all
her life.

There I8 no such thing as love or sen
timent In low ¢lass or, generally, in all
China. How can ther when the
marriage Is settled upon during the
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mmmm. ﬂenm Sometimes, indeed, Chinese par-

ents, to use a broking term, deal
in “futures,” Chinese matches are
made before the births of the contract-
ing parties, and they result in mar-
riages. Of course polygamy is the nat-
ural result—that is, If a man can af-
ford two or more wives.

When a Chinese girl approaches mar-
riageable age, which Is, naturally,
much lower than with us, the friends
of the family begin to ask whether she
is betrothed. This Is regarded as the
most natural question in the world and
is put in this form, “Is she said?" If
she is, all right; if not, her single con-
dition Is a s.anding reproach to her fa-
ther and is remedied as soon as possi-
ble.

A Chinese bridegroom does not see
his bride after the betrothal until she
is brought to his house. 7The length of
the intervening time depends entirely
upon the family of the bridegroom. As
In every affair of life, high or low,
great or swmall, marriage Is governed
by ironclad customs and superstitions,
What these customs are it is impossi-
ble to state with any degree of accura-
cy, for in the heterogeneous mass call-
ed China “eustoms vary every ten
miles,” according to the Chinese say-
ing.

While In the south of China the bride
is actually purchased by the parents of
the boy, in some other parts the case
is reversed, and what we know as a
dowry is pald. But in this also there
is no uniformity, and neighboring vil-
lages may, and frequently do, vary in
custom. In passing it may be well to
say a word as to this diversity of cus-
toms. It is generally agreed that it
Is due to the fact that China consisted
formerly of a number of kingdoms,
which have been united into the em-
pire, leaving the customs unchanged
and handed down from generation to
generation. Bat even in this, as in all
things Chinese, there is a diserepancy,
for customs vary between places in the
same distriet.

That “woman’s work is never done”
is an axior all over the world, but
nowhere trve to a greater degree than
in the Middle Kingdom. Women do
literally everything in the line of rough
labor; being inferior beings, tine work
is not to be intrusted to their hands.
Field work is so common as to seem
their natursl oceupation, and in the
cotton growing districts every step of
the process of converting the raw cot-
ton into ¢loth is carried on by female
hands. They work side by side with
the men during every minute of the
day which can possibly be snatched
from their household duties, and they
work most of the night.

Suicides are frequent among Chinese
women, as affording the only escape
from their hard lot.  Unmarried wom-
en die to escape marriage, which they
know by hearsay to be even a worse
form of slavery than their life in their
parents’ homes. In some distriets in
China girls hand themselves together
and vow never to marry. Each band

When Chinese girls zo to such
extremes to avoid marriige, the state
of womanhood in China may be much
more easily lmagined than deseribed.
