HTE OF ROGKY MOUNTA SHEEP.

Relentless Hunters Cause Them to Disap-

pear From Thelr Haunts,

Special Correspondence of The Florida Star.

CoLoRADO SPrRINGS, Aug. 20.—None
among the noble animals of western
America can claim a higher rank than
the Rocky Mountain sheep, a truly
regal creature, living among the lof-
tiest crags and precipices of the west-
ern mountains and  defying  capture
and death. It is a great pity, there-
fore, that it has been hunted to death
with the relentless, inexnlicable fury
of the hunter who siays not for food

When the ecarliest ploneers penetrat
ed the western wilderness, they found
no object of their
miration animals, which
are though having
nmany points of resciiblance t
telopwe,
nulcrous ias to mahe their capture
Killing and pativ of horns
from the head of a “big horn™ ecame to
be recognized as the mack of a mizhiy
Lhunter.

The beoks on western sport amd the
tales of the old timers are full of stories
about the privations and ditlicunities
to be miet with in the huanting of these
aunimals. o the very carly times they
were not remarkably  timad They
wottld stand out among the rocks and
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fearlessly look at any one who came
near them After they made the ace-
quaintance of the wan with the gun,
how hunting them became a dith
enlt and dangerous task, owing to the
heiclit of the recks which they fre-
qquent.

They were followed as the country

filled up, with such tenacity and sue-
almost to exterminate them.
Finally, the game laws stepped in and
madde it a erime to Kill or capture a
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“big horn,” so that, for some years,
they have enjoyed comparative an-
munity. As with every other “pro-

Jdected” animal, the laws are oceasion-

ally violuted, and the chances of the
survival of the sheep are becoming
staller. They are being driven higher

.

known to be in existence In Colorado,
while the number in other states is
probably smaller. Their rarity Is a
striking evidence of the advance of
civilization, for formerly they ranged
from the Missouri and Yellowstone
rivers in the north as far south as the
Rio Grande, and from Nebraska in the
east to Oregon and California in the
west.

Last April Fred Baker, superintend-
ent of the National Zoological park
at Washington, sent to this city this
dispatch: “Wanted, the names and ad-
dresses of reliable parties who would
sell or capture living mountain sheep
for park. Game warden will allow.”
Three months have passed and but one
lamb has been captured. Its capture
Is due to the well known western char-
acter, “Buffalo” Jones, who has
achieved a national reputation for his
efflorts to preserve the American buf-
falo or bison. IHe may yet make other
captures, for the lambs gre brought
forth in May or June.

The lone lamb taken by the hunters
was captured about a month ago. The
young daughter of Jones saw a female
“big horn” hide her young, and to her
was assigned the task of seizing the
lamb. To effect this the girl was low-
ered by a rope fastened under her’
arms. It was a daugerous undertak-
ing. but safely accomplished, and now
the lamb Is being kept alive on cow's
milk.

Not much can be said about the hab-
its of the mountain sheep. They re-
main upon the mountains to graze, sel-
dom or never descending. Their ap-
pearance may be seen in the eut.
Mountain sheep have this peculiarity,
often noticed and commented upon:
They post a sentinel upon some prom-
inence or overhanging rock, which
gives notice of the approach of strange
objects. When the alarm is given, the
sheep are away with ineredible swift-
ness, clambering to inaccessible shelter-
ing places high up on the mountain.
Further hunting for that drove is use-
less until their alarm dies down., A
full sized *“big horn” stands about 3
feet G inches at the shoulder. A drove
way condist of from 5 to 30 members.
