PINEAPPLE GRONERS  SEOLDED.
Members of the New Association Did Net
Live Up to Agreement.

Mr. James Williamson, general agent
of the new league, the Florida East Coast
Pineapple Growers’ association, has re-
signed, and he gives his reasons in the
following salty letter, dated at Jackson-
ville:

“The crop is abouf out, and up to the
15th inst. I have handled for the Florida
East aﬁ(bnt Pineapple Growers’ associa-
tion

“l‘he old hocuuon is credited by the
railroad company with receiving 51,000
crates, and outside of the two associa-
tions about 65,000 crates have moved.
These figures are not exact, but are ap-
proximnately correct.

“According to the agreement signed by
the growers and promises made to me, |
should have received at least 130,000
crates. I mapped out plans for handling
more than this quantity, but all my plans
have been upset, and I feel that I have
not been fairly tried or treated. I was
told after I accepted the position of gen-
eral agent on #he strength of" the agree-
ment, that many who had signed their
names did not intend to ship through me.
Some of those named have not shipped a
crate to me. When the season opened I
found I was not going to be dealt with in
good faith by many, and I was sorely
tempted to* throw up the position and
lose the money I had sp=nt, but I felt
that such action on my part would not be
fair to those who signed and had begun
to ship in good faith. So I determined
to stick till the end of the crop and to do
the best I could under very adverse
conditions.

WILD AND RANDOM SHIPMENTS,

‘““Instead of being able to control the
supplies to different markets and give
protection to buyers, it took all my in-
genuity to dodge overloaded markets.
From June 26 till July 9, the period of
low prices in Boston, New York and
Phil‘ddphu, I was compelled to send as
many pines west as I coald find plm
for wo prevent the larger markets going
all to pieces, and the Bosion, New York
and Philadelphia agents deserve great
credit for the heroic manner in which
they sustained prices in the face of aue-
tion sales that wonld have demoralized
less strong and expericuced houses, |
have given the three cities named barely
half the fruit I caiculated to give shem,
and which they could easily have taken
care of at full prices if it had, not been
for the shipmnents outside of the associa-
tion, for the bulk of these shipments
went to these markets and cansed a sense-
less break, as some of von who had pines
in the hands®of vour pet or 5 per cent.
commission men can testify to your cost.

A SUICIDAL POLICY.

“When I asked growers to hold firm at
loading points at $1.75, one man who did
hold and sent me a car for which he was
offered §1.70, and whieh I sold on arrival
in Jacksonville at $2.10, netting him
$1.81, will beyond doubt show the best
average of any grower on the river, and
he has marketed about 6,000 crates. The
markets recovered as I felt sure they
would as soon as the pressure was divert-
ed, but I am sorry to say that many only
used my prices as a basis to cut, and I
have seen memorandums of sales at $1.35
for 8 per cent. 428, and larger sizes as
they ran, and at 75¢. for surplus 42s.

“I sold here Mondat 48s at $1.50, 42s
at $1.75, and balance =f car larger as it
ran, all one man’s packin, at $2, mostly
368, a few 30s and some Ab. kas. I had
to turn down orders for two cars, good
average sizes as they ran, including a
proportion of 42s at $2.20 during the last
week.

“I could have done good work for you
| if you had let me. I can save you $5,000
' to $10,000 per year without altering your
present plan of marketing and get better
and quicker service, if you will let me.
I had expected and would have used
| steamers to New York and Philadelphia
for 5,500 crates per week, but conditions
were such that I could not and do you
justice.

“I have been fairly patient under insult
and eriticism, but I have nothing to apolo-
gize uoro!larexaua for. You need an
association. Your competition from for-
eign pines will be greater next year, and
barring accidents, your own crop will be
larger. Now, are vou willing to trust
yourselves to an organization and bind
your fruit to it and trust your agent ora
committee of directors to name prices on
crops or cars? In such an organization
thereshould be but one man to name
prices and close sales. If you will form
such an association and legally bind your
fruit to it, and 75 per cent of the fruit is
put into it, then and only then will you
get better freight facilities and get your
fruit loaded so the bulk of it can be sent
through to destination without being re-
handled in Jacksonville, which has caused
a delay of 36 hours here in the early part
of the season. I have seen it.

*In the event of your forming such an
association, the bulk of the fruit can be
sold, and I would gladly represent you;
but as I don't expect you to enter into
such an ironclad agreement, jndging by
my experience this season, and without
such an agreement I will not undertake
to represent you again, I am mailing my
resignation today to the board of direc
tors, same to take effect on August 1 next,
and I ask that you send me no fruit after
July 25.”
