More Fertilizer Suits.

Col. W. R. Anno, of Miami, has insti-
tated suit for a number of the farmers of |
south Dade against Armour & Co., for
damages claimed by them to have been
sustained from the use of Armour’s fertil-
izer on their erops the past year, says the
Miami Metropolis. The actnal damages
which those who have already begun suit
expect to prove amounts to over $20,000
Col. Anno expects to bring several more
suits, making the total damages claimed
about $50,000. *“*The contention, as we
understand it,”’ says Col. Auno, “‘is that
the Armour people made a serious mis-
take in mixing one particular lot, of a
large number of tons, of their fertilizer,
and unfortunately our people got a large
share of it. Excessive acid ruined the
plants, ate the roots off up to the stem,
and a large acreage only produced tén

and twelve crates of culls, while 1n the
same field where other fertilizers were |
used two and three hundred crates of |
| first-class vegetables were produced. The |
 losses fall especially hard upon the small
trucker, and means ruin, and we expect
to recover for them if we can, and our
snccess in preyious cases leads us to feel |
"sure that we can.”
