H. E. Day. Messrs. Morgan, Bryan and
Burr were present, with R. C. Dunn, sec-
retary. Mr. Bryan’s motion was second-
ed by Mr. Burr that Mr. Morgan be
elected chairman.

The commission then held a business
session to confer with representatives of
the different railroads of Florida on the
feasibility of establishing a lower freight
rate on fruits and veget.ahles shipped over
their lines.

Chairman Morgan stated that notice
had been sent to representatives of the
different railroads doing business in Flor-
ida, about September 15th, requesting
them to be present at a meeting of the
commission on October 1st, and show
canse, if any existed, why a reduction
should not be made in the fruit and vege-
table rates. He stated that the rates
now offered had been made by the com-
mission two years ago. In making these
rates the commission had endeavored to
be fair both to the railroads and to the
people.

Mr. Emmerson, general traffic mana-
ger of the Atlantic Coast Line; Mr. Capps,
general freight agent of the Seaboard Air
Line, and Mr. Barker, general freight
agent of the Georgia and Gulf, all entered
a protest against any reduction. Each of
these men stated that no complaint had
been received in regard to rates, that the
people wanted the best service to be bad;
that the Atlantic Coast and the Seaboard
had been to great expense in improving
the service to shippers, buat could not
keep up that service if the proposed re-
duction is enforced. Mr. Emmerson
asked for farther time in which to give
the question more careful consideration.

Chairman Morgan said that plenty of
time had already been allowed, as the
rates were prepared two years ago, and
had been submitted to the railroads at a
meeting held in Jacksonville at the time.
Commissioner Bryan stated that the
commission had not ordered a single re-
duction in the fruit and vegetable rate,
but he considered that the time had ar-
rived when it was a doty to growers and
shippers to order a reduction. It was
therefore decided to take up the rates
item by item and pass upon them, and
the schedule as prepared by the commis-
sion was taken up and adopted.
