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The school board w on Tues
day, 3rd of January, had but half of the
reguisr monthly session of two days in
which to stiend 10 roatine basiness, and
0 dispose of sorh new and anfinished
business as we found awaiting our action.
Added 10 this, the situstion was entirely
new 10 each of gs, hence we had no time
in which 10 take our bearings. Baut dar-
ing the month that has elapsed, we have
been able 10 look arcand and 10 some ex-
tent realize cur position, and we find
some things that, in our opinion, makes
this address necresary.

In the first place we find that there is
& very genera!l misunderstanding as to
the condition of the schoo! finances of
the county. Most of the people are un-
der the impression that the debt of the
school fund is 8 small aflair, only five or
six thousand dollars, and some seem o
believe there is no indebtedness, when,
in reality, the deit when we came into
office was the astounding sum of sixieen
thousand and sxteen dollars and ninety-
seven cents, the interest upon which calls
for a monthly drain of about eighty dol-
lars for interest 1o the banks of the coun-
ty. And night here we feel called upon
to say, that while the resources of the
public school interests of Brevard county
make the debt a sale one to your creditors,
vet the good people of the county gre un-
der a lasting debt of gratitade to the
officers of your several banks for the
promptoess with which they honor, ‘lhl‘l
the low rate of interest that they charge
upon your school warrants, lor all par-
poses.

Were it not for their promptness in |
paying your warrants, the teachers u.d.
others who from time to time for urnoua.
purposes become creditors to the uhooll
fand, would be compelied w0 hawk your |
warranis for a song; and were it not for |
the low interest which they exact, uut]
dett wouid be much greater than it s
Honor to Brevard county bankers. ‘l

Another item of interest to you, we be-
heve, is the fact, that the ather I hrrm !
aliowance that was made by our prede-
cessors for the convevance of 1solated
pupils w0 various schools amounted Jan. |
12th, to near five hundred dollars, for|
four months ending that date; and tins |
board is of course expected 1o follow the
precedent for the balance of this sexsion,
which will atwout duplicate the amount
for the first four mouths, making in all tor
the transportation jwar oue thousand
doliars, an amountl that will constitute

about 44 per cetit ot all the moneys that
will be at ue posa: froin now antil
the end of ti e fica rvear.
