CAREER OF HOWELL TITUS

California Court Orders Him Examined

as to His Sanity

The Chattanooga Times of Satur-
day contained the following about a
young man formerly of Jacksonville,
and a native of Titusville, Fla.

“Insanity—stark madness— is the
climax of the phenomenal career of
Howell Titus, who  found refuge in
the west after having made an un-
enviable record in this city, ending
with his disbarment by the supreme
court from practice of law in the
courts of Tennessee.

“Titus is at San Diego, Cal. He
has been in jail for ten days on a
charge of passing worthless checks,
being unable to give a bond of $3,000
fixed by a magistrate when he was
arrested. Telegraphic advice last
night conveyed the details of this
man’s present predicament, which
will excite pity in the minds of peo-
ple here, regardless of the unfavor-
able opinion entertained.

‘“The special to the Times, which
briefly tells the details of Titus’ pres-
ent troubles, was as follows:

‘““San Diego, Cal., April 2.—Con-

FLORIDA SURVEY BI6 TASK

Over Inside Route From Beaufort to

Key West a Big Problem

That they have had two decidedly
big jobs on their hands in surveying
the inside route from Beaufort, N.C.,
to Key West, and the ship canal route
across Florida, was the belief of the
members of the special board of en-
gineers in charge in Savannah Satur-
day, when they adjourned. After a
two days’ session in Col. Dan C.
Kingman’s office the meeting was
adjourned for six weeks.

Florida was found to offer the
greatest problem. In the insiae
route there is comparatively little
work to be done before taking the
survey of the route from Beaufort to
Fernandina. In the Savannah dis-
trict Colonel Kingman took a survey
under the 1907 rivers and harbors
appropriation bill that will practical-
ly answer the purpose for this section
of the route.

In both the Wilmington and Char-
leston districts it wasn’t very hard to
decide upon preliminaries for the
surveys. In some places it may be
deemed advisable to shift the route
somewhat before recommending a
permanent channel, but it wasn’t
hard for the board to get together on
these matters. Allotments will be
asked for the surveysin these two
districts.
