TANKS TO BE NAMED FOR

CITIES SOGESSEOL IN LOAN

As a mark of distinguished service
in the Fourth Liberty Loan campaign
the privilege of bestowing their
names upon steamships of the United
States Shipping Board and upon fight
ing tanks has been accorded respeo
tivelv to cities and counties of the
Twelth Federal Reserve district.

Ten ships and ten fighting tanks
will under this plan bear the names
of the cities and counties which have
made the greatest records for over-

subscription when the loan campaign
closes on October 19.

The cities, for the ship competition,
have been divided into five classes ac-

cording to their population in the 1910
census, as follows:

Class A (more than 250,000) Los
