PLEASE BE NICE TO CENSUS
TAKER ASKS UNCLE SAM

The fourteenth and most complete
decennial census ever before taken in
the United Btates is being taken this
month. Over 300 Arizona census
enumerators are now busy compiling
the national count. Each census tak-
er must turn in a complete daily re-
port which will comprise the number
of minutes he worked during the day
and the number of people listed.
The census enumerators will carry
identification cards as well as written
commissions. These will be shown
promptly by the enumerators on the
request of any person.

Under the act of congress provid-
ing for the census, no persons may
refuse to answer fully and accurately
all the enumerator's questions, and
the keepers of hotels, apartment
houses and other places of lodging
must assist the enumerator in getting

the information concerning the per-
sons living in such hotels and houses.

Arizona has been divided into two
districts of seven counties each for
!enumemtion. Kingman is included
in the northern district, of which Ray
B. Leach is supervisor.
