One of the largest mergers of cop-
per companies is soon to be put into
execution at Butte, Montana, the two
corporations pooling their activities
being the Davis-Daily and the East
Butte. These companies have the

tana and their merger would be of
great benefit to the shareholders of
both corporations. The mines of
Butte have reached a depth where the
heaviest possible machinery must be
used* and if companies are able to
coordinate their efforts it would re-
sult in the scrapping of the lighter
machines and the working out of the
ore bodies through one large zhaft.
East Butte has a large smelter cap-
acity and has been handling the pro-
duct of the Davis-Daily and if there
is a combination of interests the
smelter will be given a larger ton-
nage.

The fact that the domestic produc-
tion of lead is in the hands of a few
corporations make the position of lead
ideal in the market. These companies
can at any time force an issue with
the consumer, as it would be impos-
sible to gét an adequate tonnage for
the country’s needs without ealling
upon these producers. While it is not
the policy of the producer to harass
the consumer, it is nevertheless the
intention of the producer to place a
price on its product that will bring
in a net revenue. For many years
lead has been pounded down, as has
zine, until the miners and smelters
have ben forced to take drastic action
against the manufacturers of the pro-
duects,’ And now that a fairly steady
market is possible we expect to see
many small properties in the produc-
tive class. Moliave county is capable
of producing a tonnage of 2,000 to
3,000 tons of lead annually, while the
zin¢ properties could send out as much
more.
