Yaquis Sign a Treaty of: bck if you dont like ScM,
Peace AWcT?

And Agree to Take Their Land
in SeTeralty. ' '

The End of Pierce Guerrilla War
fare That Has Lasted for

Eleven Years.

The long and tedious war between
the Yaqui Indians and the Mexican
gjvernment i at last settled by a
treaty of peace satisfactory to both
sides. "

Col. Francisco Peinado, of ,G,enral
Torres' staff went to Hermosillo Tues-

day to make linal arrangements for
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met there by Juan Maldonado, chief
ef the Yaquis, who signed the treaty
for his tribe.

The papers of agreement have all
been arranged and Sunday at Ortiz,
the linal signatures and ratification of
the treaty will be made. Chief Mal-

donado oi the Yaquis will lie there
with between four and five thousand
of his followers, two thousand of whom,
are well armed, and all the high state
officials of Sonora and the Mexican
army will be there with government
soldiers. , i,

It might not be out of place to say
that the Yuquii at Ortiz are the best
drilled men in : onora and they arc
hard fighters.

The Yaquis are to tike th.;ir Lin. I in
severalty and pro-.is- to be j;ooclj thus
ending a war that bus laste 1 for eleven
years.

The Mexican government had tried
for years to get the Yaquis to take
their land in severalty but they stub-
bornly refused to do so and in 1886, a
large number ef Mexican troops were
sent down there to protect the settler.i
to whom the government had granted
land. The Yaquio iinmeJiitely raised
an armed force and commenced ta kill
off the soldiers, bjrne.l all the Canoes.
launches and boats about eight hun
dred iu all belonging to the Indians to
prevent them from having flotillas with
which to do battle on the vrater. The
government had about 8,000 men in
the field in the Yaqui country at that
time and most ef them were killed off
by the nervy Yaquis.

There has been a guerilla - war
continuously since until the present
tit-.i-o, when the final amicable settle-
ment has been iKade.

The land that has been in contro-
versy is well worth fighting over as it
is the richest in the world and it will
be divided u;o with about twenty-fiv- e

acres to tho family. The land will
produce almost anything planted and
the climate is a healthy semltropical
climate. If the same land was in
the United states it would very
readily bring 500 an acre. Coffee,
hemp, indigo, tobacco and all such stuff
can be raised in abundance. '.

The settlement of this controversy
will bo worth untold thousands to the
state of Sonora and now the country
will be more rapidly developed.
