Renogades Believed to be the Cause

Col. A H. Moore of New York, me'

owner of mines at Bopangita, 40 miles
east of Ortlz aod near the Yaqui river,
returned to Nogales yesterday from his
property, which lies 30 miles eust of |
the Yaqul reservation.

Io conversation with the representa- |
tive of Tme VioerTE, Col. Moore said; |
“I fiad no indications of Yaquidepreda- |
glons in any of the region I passed |
through, aor did I hear of ony in that |
region. Naturally the people in that |
distriot ore alarmed and many women
harte bzan sent [tom the settlements
and Laclendus to pluces of salety as a
matter of precaution. When [ left
Ortiz for Bonancita last Baturday with
our superintendent, Johnson, I did not |
kEnow what I might enconnter and I
took & Yaqn! guide with me. When I|
arrived at the camp T found everything
safe. Going and coming T met Yaquis |
and through the guide secured informa-
tion that leads me to believe that
nothing serious will result from the |
trouble. The Indians told me it is not
& wur of the tribe, but rather a gather-
ing of Indlan and Mexican renegades,
whose netions are condemned by all
their tribesmen of the bettar class. As
s matter of fnct my conclusion is that |
this trouble mesans no more to Sonora |
or Maxioo thau an overindulgence in
firewater doues among our own Indians,
This band of renegades began their
anpusl pascoli on San Juan's day, June |
24, and the dance and caramsal that |
follows is only limited by the supply of
rations and mescal. They probably |
wrought themselves into conditions ofl
drunken frenzy ns Uncle Sam’s reds
frequently do, and I believe that Jack
Remley und Charley Miller encounter-
ed or passed near one of these pasoolis,
were mistaken for Mexican scouts and |
shot. I do not believe these renegades |
will leave the reservation, nor do I be-
lieve that any Americans are in the
slightest danger. If theeutire fighting |
strength of the tribe were on the war-
path, I would say the danger is great,
bat such does not seem to be the con- |
ditlon. I feelsafe so far as my proper- |
ty is concerned, for I have confidence
in the ability of the Mexlcan troops to |
ocare for the renegndes, and [ believe
they will or already have paid dearly
for the murder of Remley and Miller.”

Miss Remley, of Kanzas Clty, sister
of one of the viotims of the Indians is|
now in Hermosillo, minlstering to his
bereaved wife and five young children. I'

Jack Remley was one of npatures’
noblemen. Hea was born inGreen coun- |
ty, Pennsylvaoia, 40 years ago, and was
taken in his youth by his parents tlo
Kansas. Naarly 14 years ago ha came
to Nogales und entered the service of
Wells-Fargo #s express messenger.
Tiater he was promoted to the position
.of agent at Hermosillo, a position he
held until four yvears ago, when he re-
signed to enable him to give his atten-
tion to his private interests.
