BL4NKET ORDINANCE.
ORDINANCE No. 97.

To Amend Section 5 of Ordinance No.
20, Relating to Garbage, and

for Other Purposes.

BE IT OFIDAINEO BY THE COM-
MON COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
NOGAL.ES, ARIZONA:

SECTION 1. That Section 5 of Or-
dinance No. 20 adopted Jnly 6. 1896, be
and the sara" is hereby amended so as
to read as follows: "Section 5. The
word 'garbage' as is used in this or-
dinance shall mean and be held to in-
clude the refuse animal and vegetable
mat'or from ibe kitchen, including ashes
and chips, and all worthless and offen-
sive m iner, decayed frnit and veget-
ables, and all refuse organic matter in
general.

It shall be unlawful for any persoD,
persons, firm, company or corporation
to dump, throw, or deposit any filth,
rubbsb, garbage, or other offensive
moterial. in any gutter, street, alley,
public place, vacant lot, or water course
within the limits of the Town of No-gale- s,

Arizona. It shall be the duty of
every owner, lessee, tenant or ocenpant
of any and every dwelling, tenement
house, lodging house, restaurant, hotel,
or boarding house, to provide and at
all times cause to be kept, and provid-
ed within the building or on the lot on
Which said bnildlng is located suitable
CLOSED METAL RECEPTACLES,
in which shall be placed all garbage
that accumulates on said premises. un-ti- l

removed therefrom by the garbage
collectors; provided, that no dead an-
imals or poultry, no discarded building
material, no trees or branches, no man-
ure, and no rocks nor soil, shall be con-
sidered garbage or placed within the
garbage receptacles, but shall be re-
moved from the premises by the occup-
ant thereof.

' Each receptacle containing garbage
shell, on the days on which garbage is
to be collected, be placed at a distance
not greater than six feet from the street
on which the garbage collectors work
on that day. A schedule for the col-
lection of garbage will be prepared and
published and distributed, and may be
altered and amended from time to time
at the Council may see fit and as cir-
cumstances may require

"Any person, firm, company, or cor-
poration violation any of the provi-vision- s

of this Section shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon
conviction shall be punished by a fine
of not less than five and not more than
fifty dollars, or by Imprisonment in the
Town or County Jail fora period not
exceeding thirty days, or by both such
fine and imprisonment."

SECTION 2. That Section 8 of said
Ordinance No. 20 shall be amended so
as to read as follows: "Section 8. All
fines, penalties, and forfeitures which
may accrue under the ordinances of
the Town of Nogales may be secured
by action for debt before any Justice of
the Peace residing within the town, and
the same, when collected, shall be
paid into the Treasury of the town. It
shall be sufficient to declare or com-
plain generally, stating the ordinance
under which the same is claimed. The
first process in all such actions shall be

summons or warrant for the arrest
of the offender, which shall be served
by the Town Marshal or any police of-

ficer. Execution may issue against
the estate of defendant as in other like
cases, or against the body subject to
fine and imprisonment, as prescribed
by ordinance, and the defendant may
be confined at hard labor upon the
streets or public works of the Town.
No fine shall be imposed exceeding two
hundred dollars, nor imprisonment nor
confinement at hard labor exceeding
three months.

"Any person violating any of the
provisions of this Ordinance shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and
upon conviction thereof shall be punish-
ed by a fine not exceeding two hundred
dollars, or by imprisonment in tho
Town or County Jail not exceeding
three months, or by both such fine and
imprisonment."

SECTION 3. That Section 20 of Or-
dinance No. 59 be and the same is here-
by amended so as to read as follows:
"Section 20 Every person, firm, com-
pany, or corporation engaged in tbe
business of dealing in either wool or
coal for fuel within tbe corporate limits
of the Town of Nogales, Arizona, shall
pay a monthly license of Two dollars
(2.00) for each such article handled."

SECTION 4. That Article III of Or-
dinance No. 88 be and the same is here-
by amended by inserting tbe word
"galvanized" before tbe word "steel"
wherever the latter appears in said Ar-
ticle III, so as to read "galvanized
steel."

SECTION 5. The placing or sus-
pending of any cotton, canvas, paper,
or other display sign, or advertise-
ments, over tbe sidewalks or in or
across the streets, avenues, alleys, or
other public places within the limits
of the Town ot Nogales, Arizona, Is
hereby declared to be a public nuis-
ance. Every awning, frame, curtain,
sign, or advertisement, oc other ob-

struction placed over any sidewalk
within the limits of tbe Town of No-
gales at a height less than seyen feet
in the clear from the sidewalk is here-
by deolared to be a public nuisance.

Any person, persons, firm, company,
or corporation who commits or main-
tains any public nuisance, as in this
section defined, or who violates any of
the provisions of this section, shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and
upon oonviction thereof shall for each
offense be fined not less than five nor
more than fifty dollars, or be imprison-
ed in the town and county jail for a
period of not more than thirty days, or
by both such fine and imprisonment.

SECTION 6. Every person who wil-
fully and maliciously engages in, in-

stigates, or encourages any riot, rout,
affray, disorderly noise or disturbance
within any public or private place
within the limits of the town of No-
gales, Arizona, or who wilfully and
maliciously disturbs the peace or quiet
of any neighborhood, family or person
within Bald town by any loud or un-
usual noise, or by tumultuous or offen-
sive conduot, or by threatening, tra-duoln-

challenging to fight., or bght-ln- g,

or who applies any violent or ab-
usive, or obscene, or blasphemous epi

thet to another, shall be deemed gnUty
of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction
shall be punished by a fine not exceed-
ing one hundred dollars, or by impri-
sonment in the town or county jail for
a period not exceeding sixty days, or
by both such fine and imprisonment

3KCTION 7. It shall be unlawful
for any person withiu the town of No-
gales, Arizona (except a peace officer in
actual service and discharge of his
duty.) to have or carry concealed on or
about his persou any pistol or other
firearm, dirk, dagger, slnng shot,
sword-cane- , gun, spear, brass knuckles
or other knuckles of metal, bowie-kutf- e

or any kind of knife or weapon, except
a pooket knife not manufactured aud
used for tbe purpose of offence and de-
fense.

Any person violating any of the pro
visions of this section shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor, and may be
arrested with or without a warrant, by
the Marshal or any police officer, either
in the daytime or night-time- , and taken
before the police justice for trial; nnd
upon conviction shall be fined in any
sum not less twenty nor more than two
buddred dollars, or imprisoned in tbe
town or county jail for not more than
three months, or by both such fine and
imprisonment; provided, that bona fide
travelers and persons coming into tbe
town may be permitted to carry their
arms for one half hour after arriving in
town, and for one-hal- f hour prior to
their departure.

SECTION 8. All fines collected in
cases commenced in the Police Court
shali be placed in a fund to be known
as aDd called "The Police Fund, " and
shall be paid for the maintenance of the
police department upon demand ap-
proved by tbe Finance Committee and
paid ns in case of other disbursements.

" SECTION 9 Every person, firm,
company, or corporation residing or
whose premises are. outside of the limits
of the town of Nogales, Arizona, wbo
desire to obtain from the town, water
for and to be used upon said premises,
may be permitted to connect said pre-
mises with and obtain water from tbe
municipal water system upon applica
tion to tbe Superintendent of the Water
Department, and tbe payment of Seven
Dollars and Fifty Cents (7 50) at the
time such application id made, and up-
on tbe pa) meat thereafter in advance
of an annual fee of Four Dollars for a
house or building of four rooms, and
one dollar for each additional room,
and of tbe monthly charges as per sche
dule of rates in force for water consum-
ers.

SECTION 10. Every person, firm,
company, or corporation, residing, or
whose premises are outside tbe limits
of tbe Town of Nogales, wishing to con-
nect their said premises with the muni-
cipal sewer, may be permitted to do so
upon application to the Superintendent,
and upon payment of tbe sum of Seven
Dollars and Fifty Cents ($7.50) at the

'time such application is made, and an
annual fee, to be paid in advance, of
Four Dollars for each building baving
one lavatory, one toilet, one bath, aud
one kitchen sink, and the further pay-
ment of One Dollar for each additional
fixture

SECTION It That Section 10 of
Ordinance No 83 be and the same is
hereby amended by adding thereto tbe
following subdivision:

"Every person, firm, company, or
corporation, within the town of Noga-
les, Arizona, shall pay, in addition to
the costs and charges in this ordinance
provided, the sum of Five Dollars at
tbe time his meter is installed or other
connections made."

SECTION 12. That Section 2 of Or-
dinance No. 87 be and the same is here
by amended so as to read as folio .vs:
"Section 2. Every person, firm, com-
pany, or corporation, within the limits
of the town of Nogales, Arizona, con-
necting with the sewer system shall pay
all costs and expenses from the sewer
main to their property connections,
and in addition thereto shall pay to the
Superintendent of Sewers the sum of
Five Dollars at the time a permit is
given."

SECTION 13. All sidewalks on re-
sidence streets of thirty feet or more
width shall have a parquette for tree
planting, and the placing of water met-
ers, in conformity with plans to be fur-
nished when sidewalks are approved
for tbe particular street.

SECTION 14. That every person,
firm, company, or corporation owning,
occupying, or managing any house or
building within the limits of the rown
of Nogales, Arizona, is hereby required
to number such house or building on
its front in so conspicuous a manner
that the number may be easily dis-
cernible and read from tbe si rest: that
such numbers shall be of sucb style,
size, and material as may be approved
by the Common Council. And every
person, firm, company, or corporation,
the owner of any bouse or building
within the town of Nogales, who shall,
after due notice given him by the Town
Marsha), refuse or neglect to place the
proper number on his bouse or pre-
mises in accordance with the provisions
of this section, or who shall neglect or
refuse to place tbe number on bis house
or premises in such conspicuous man-
ner that the same may be easily dis-
cernible, shall be deemed guilty of a
misdemeanor, and upon conviction
thereof shall be fined In a sum not less
than one nor more than five dollars.

SECTION 15 All ordinances or parts
or ordinances in conflict with this or-

dinance are hereby repealed.
WHEREAS, an urgent necessity ex-

ists for greater authority in enforcing
the ordinances of tbe town of Nogales.
Arizona, and for tbe arrest, trial, and
conviction of persons accused of the
violation of the ordinances of said town,
in order to preserve the public peace,
health, and safety, an emergency is
hereby declared to exist, and this or-
dinance is hereby declared exempted
from the referendum provisions of the
State Constitution, and shall be in full
force and effect from and after its pass-
age, and posting as provided by law.

Passed and adopted at a regular meet-
ing of the Common Council of the town
of Nogales, Arizona, held at the Coun-
cil Chambers February 7. 1916.
