Jory SmiveLy kscapep.~—The
Helena Independect prints an ace
count. of John Shively’s capture by
the Nez Perces and his adven-
tures amony them. They kept
him thirieen days, wanting him for
a yoide. He gsays: *“They asked
me if I wouald show them the best
trail ont of the Park to wind river,
where they are going. Itold them
that I would, as I knew all about
the couniry. This seemed to be
satisfaciory, and the conucil broke
up and the camj» moved up a mile
or two, where an encampment for
the night was formed. A robe was
wviven me, and an Indian named
Joe was detailed to sleep with me.
He spoke very good English; said
I must not attempt ic escape; that
e would be my friend; that they
had come that way to get away
from Howard; that the trail by
that route 1o Wind river was not
known to them, but oiher Indians

{had told them about it, and that

if I told them the trath they would
not harm me.” Oune wnight he
slipped ont and escaped. The In.
dians told Shively they had been
robbed and swindled a1 Lapwai by
an agent they called “John Hall,”
and on whom they laid all their
trouble; that they were going to
make a new bhome in the Crow
couniry, and would be joined by a
thousand more lodges, mecludine
Crows, when they reached that
country. Shively had heard noth.
ing of the outbreak previous o his
capture.

Rusxive taE Rapins.—-The
Rev. Dr. Lyman Abbott, after
making the trip down the rapids
above Montreal, concludes that
““there is real damnger in it." Of
the Indian pilot le says: * He was
the first man 1o take a steamboat
over these rapids.  For tlurty years
he has been dnving these steeds
down this rocky and dangeroos
road. and he knows the path well.
But I notice that while we are in
the rapids bis face is in dead earn-
est, the eve keen, the lips set, the
muscles tense, and when we are
passed a laugh breaks over his
face, as if once wore he realized
the triumph ot doing well a difficult
duty.” The passage i+ described
“The previous ones
were rapids; this is almost a little
cataract. Before we saw the waves
beat inio foam upon the rocks;
ouce we discerved the rocks be-
neaih lEe foam; but here they push
their sharp and cruel heads above
the waiers, These pour about
them and over them, but always
in one direciion; pever with return-
ing wave. Now we no longer
»pem 10 be in 3 miuiature storm at
sea, but in the very heart of a rocky
current. The tortuous channel is
bounded with visible rocks on one
side and on the other. The Cap.
tain requesis the passengers tc keep
their places, moving to and fro
may throw the steamer out of her
course and into danger. The pilot
holds her head firmly for the rock
that threatens to pierce her strong
sheathing through until almost
within reach from the lower deck,
then, with a3 sudden turn, swings
her round, cheats the rock, snd
aims for ber greedy fellow on the

other side. So, veering from 'Soylla
to Charybdis, we pass the last
rapids.”
